Probably no bill that has been dis-
cussed during the present session of
Congress has excited a more general
and hearty interest, both among the
members themselves and the general
public, than has the bill which im-
poses a tax of ten cents per pound
upon oleomargarine and other substi-
tutes for butter, and making the In-
ternal Revenue Bureau responsible
for the collection of the tax.
