AN EDITOR'S ABLE EFFORT.

Mr. A. K. McClure, of Philadelphia,
was the orator of the day at Wash-
ington and Lee University, on Com-
mencement. His address to the liter-
ary societies was on “The Lesson of Our
Civil War,” and in the course of it he
2aid ¢

‘Will it startle you to be told that
the germ of discord, that ripened into
civil war after two generations had
nourishaed it, was planted by the two
most illustrions men of our history ?
They were George Washington and
Thomas Jeffersen : men who made the
grandest records of unsullied patriot-
19, of loftiest heroism, of wisest
statesmanship. They differed widely,
radically as to the trune theory of
popular government.

“Had the Constitation been any
less a snccession of compromises
it wonld have been rejected ;—
and it was by the supreme necessity
of r-ompn*ven to the extent of
ambignons definition of what later
proved to be most vital questions, that

in acceptable fundamental law was
framed. From the day of adoption
of the Constitntion and the organiza-
tion of the Government the sovereignty
of the state as against the nation and
the sovereignty of the nation as against
the state were both tanght with equal
ability and earnestness, and the high
warrant of the fandamental law was
claimed with equal positiveness by
lizputing statesmen.

SLAVERY NOT THE ISSUE,

Yon are often told that slavery
was the issne that plunged the North
and South into fratricidal conflict.
Slavery was not the source of the war.
Ita interests happened to be most in-
timately interwoven with the funda-
mental dispute that estranged the two

s»ctions ; but the slavery issue never
‘ould have assnmed disturbing pro-
portions had the founders of the Re-
pnblic clearly decided the supreme
:nestion of the scope of our nationali-
ty. It was the broader and deeper
1<ue of the constitutional power of
state and nation that defied peaceful
For three-quaiters of a
entury the question had heen asked :

Are we a nation or a confederation at
will " and it had been answered with
equal ability, integrity and patriot
i-m, and in nearly equal numbers,

everyanstinet and impulse of a free
people.

You naturally ask - ‘was there no
unddle gronnd on which the new na-
tion could have been founded” No.
There was no middle ground then:
there 1s none now ; there can be none
in the future. The sovereignty of
the state made slaves property: the
territories were the common property
it all, and equal rights for the North
ern and Southern property of every
Lind were demanded and obtained.
Then came the logical demand, from
the new standpoint of the.sovereignty
ot the state, for the right of transit in
the free states, and finailly came the
Dred Scott decision, that crowned the
South with vietory. It had section-

WHY COMPROMISE WAS IMPOSSIBLE.

“Mn vain did sincere men plead for
compromise.  Over and above all the
tollies of asectional disturbance were
the wisest and bravest men of both
tections, who saw and aceepted the in-
evitable, while peaselessly but hope-
lessly striving to avert it.

“The sovereignty of the state then
summoned its last prerogative, to sev-
er the Union and end the pretense of
vationality.  Peaceable Jdismember-
went or the civil war: snch was the
oaly choice presented, and civil war
was inevitable. Do you iNjuire why
it was inevitable * Let me adpswer in
a single sentence. I am surd that
peaceable disunion wounld have b
anarchy to the North

sooner or later, and soon at tha ¢t him b

it would have brought anarch
whole continent.
“Itisareproach to American inte
gence and  heroism to assume th
mere sectional agitators conld
the most peace-loving, the most
vated and the most prosperous pec

ginia,” was the sad and tu-lyuex-
clamation of the hero of the two wars
and the great captain of the age. I
then, for the first time, nunderstood
how degp and implacable were the op-
posing convictions of allegiance when
state and nation gave opposing com-
mands.
THE GLORY UF THE DEAD.

“The battle thus begun could end,
short of the mastery of -the sword,
only by the absolute surrender of the
pareut Government or of the Confed-
eracy . and where, in all the history
of American effort, was there a pre-
cedent for such a solution of the dis-
pute? No; there was, then, no peace
possible but by war ; and on the hills
of Gettysburg the decisive strnggle
came. Thus came, thus ended, civil
war; and the matchless grandeur of
American citizenship was as sublime
in peace as in the flame of battle.
Who saw the emblems of victor or
vanqnizhed at Appomattox > A sword-
less chieftain met the chieftain whose
warriors had fonght against over-
whelming numbers until it was no
longer heroic to die in fragmentiary
and hopeless ¢truggle. They met for
peace. The defeated insurgent was
welcomed to the bountiful supplies of
the flag that was his enemy an houws
before, speeded to his home, and he
bore with him the hearty fellowship
of his late deadly foes and the gnar-
anteed protection of the nation.

“As we tarn back to Washington
and Jefferson, and to Jackson and Clay,
as exemplars of American character
and achievement, so will the people
who come after us turn to the two
foremost exemplars of opposing great-
ness in our civil war. One name will
leap up from the love of every north-
ern heart—one name will be lisped
in tenderest affection by every son
and daughter of the South. They
met in mighty conflict for the mightiest
issues, and yet gave the world no
utterance or token of resentment ;
they taught to iriend and foe, above
the fiercest passion of civil strife, the
lesson of duty and of sacrifice for
duty. The dust of one rests in these
college halls, in the tomb of Robert
E. Lee; the dust of the other rests in
his own and loving Prairie State, in
the towab of Abraham Lincoln. They
taught by word and deed, in the
greatest action of our greatest conflict:
‘With malice toward unone, with char-
ity for all.” That ends the oftice of
eulogy.”
