Hov the Unexpected Happens-

In a paper read before the American
Society of Mechanical Engineers, En-
gineer John E. Sweet says.

Things perfectly familiar to me-
chanics engaged in one branch of
industry are often matters of great
• coder to workers in another branch.
Men may work a lifetime in cast iron,
as applied to tools and machinery,
and yet know nothing of what it will
do in the Letting blast fur-
nace. To such a man a di-covery
that heating pipes grSlr from
an inches to a foot in length by use

To tell the
blast furnace man that certain core

bars used for casting pipes changed
their length by three inches in casting

I venture the guess that there is
many a man of science who (knowing
nothing of the rolling of railroad
rails, 1 ifasked to dictate as to which
way the rail should be bent, to have
it come straight when cold, would
find that the unexpected would be
likely to have happened twice when
he saw bis plan in prat* ice.

The case is reported to me where tbe
unexpected happened to two boilers,

and they did not blow up either.
Two boilers alike in size and shape
were connected by necks of consider-
able area, both at the top and bottom,
and tbe connections, both steam and
water, were without check valves.
A fire was built under each of the
boilers, which were both half full of
water, anil when steam was raised to
working pressure the generators began
to play shuttlecock with the water.

It first went all into one boiler, and
then all into the other. When tbe
play got to its height, the boss, con-

sidering the premises and the lives of

tbe men of more consequence than the

cause of science, ordered the fires

drawn, and the cause or consequences
was never settled.

In the case of an engine wh th
was more than twice too large fur the

work it had to do, and which could
uot be reduced to one-half the speed
