A New Yorker in St. Mary's.

Mr. George F. Pabst, the wealthy New
Yorker who this year bought a farm oppo-
site Leonardtown, on Breton's bay, in St
Mary's county, Md., and settled on it, has
excited the admiration of many neighbors |
and visitors from distant points by his suc-
cessful farming. The farm, though magni-
ficently situated, with commanding view
and deep bold water up to its shores, was
probably throughout its extent of 250 acres
as poor as any in St Mary's county. As!
Mr. Pabst had all his life been engaged in |
mercantile pursuits, the professional farmers
of this section acquainted with the run-
down farm he settled on had little thought
of his making it productive, even after years
of cultivation. Mr. Pabst has spent money
freely and put on fertilizers with a lavish
| hand since he began his role of farmer.

Such
manuring excited much remark, and the |
adjacent farmers agreed, as the land was
light and sandy, such applications would
burn up the crop. Millet was seeded on
the land, and Mr. Pabst has housed 100
tons of fine hay, su average of 43 tons per |
acre. There is no guess-work about the '
yield, as each load of hay as it was hauled
in was driven on the scales in the fine new
barn and weighed. Aw immense growth of
peas on an adjoining piece of land was'
turned in as an improver of the soil pre-
paratory to seeding a fall crop.  This un-
usual growth of peas was the result of very
heavy fertilizing. The other farming op-
erations of Mr. Pabst have not been less
decided. The neighbors are all impressed
with the extreme high coltare which marks
all he does.  His store-houses are rich in
implements, and they are freely.
Many think his land worked two much.
But Mr. Pabst is an enthusiast, and will
have nothing left until the finishing touches
are put on. Baltimore has furnished his
fine horses and other stock and most of his
fertilizers.  His temporary house, barn and
outbuildings are up, but his mansion prop-
er is to be commenced in the spring. The
money spent in St. Mary's county has been
a great help to the laboring class this sum-
mer. Mr. Pabst was formerly a partner of
Nr. George Borgteldt, New York. They
were importers of fancy goods.  Mr. Borg-
fedlt and Mr. T. E. Studley, also of New
York, have recently been down on a visit
to Mr. Pabst and made it lively forhim. It
is said that Mr. Borgfeldt will purchase a
choice site adjoining Mr. Pabst and put up
for himself a palatial residence. It is
thought other Northern men of means will
follow the lead of these two wealthy gen-
tlemen and purchase summer residences in
St. Mary's county and handsomely improve
them. The great natural beauty of this
section is recognized by all the friends of
these gentlemen who have visited it.

Mr. Pabst tells the story of how he settled
in Maryland after hunting for a homestead
over a large portion of the earth’s surface,
in an interesting He was always
fond of farming, and made up his mind
he would be a landed proprietor when he
had amassed suflicient money to retire from
business.  For some years during trips
abroad, he had cxamined the various
countries of Europe with a view of settling
there, and he also examined many parts
ot the United States with the same
Lately he took his wife to Europe and trav-
cled to select a home which should have
bher approval. They found many beauti-
ful spots, but could not decide to locate on
any of them. They finally returned to this
country. Mr. Pabst knew many situations
here that were attractive on account of
beauty and natural advantage, but could
not make a selection. In order that a
thorough investigation of them might be
made, he ordered a fine steam yacht to be |
built. His intention was to cruise about |
in the yacht with his wife until exactly the
right spot was found.
