The State B*arei of Health gives the fol-

lowing advice relative to precautions
1 against Typhoid Fever and Diphtheria:

1. W believer diphtheria, typhoid (ever

' or any other infections disease prevails or
threatens to prevail, perfect cleanliness of
premises and repeated disinfection of all
foul plai'es is of the first imputance. In
no yard or open l*t, cellar or other place
should any collection of animal or vegeta-
ble leftist' be allowed to remain. Privv
vaults, especially, should be kept well
cleaned and disinfected. Filthy pig pens
and badly-kept slaughter houses are the
most fruitful sources of disease. Wherever
animals are kept, daily cleansing aal dis-
infecting should !>e enforced.

3. In order to guard against the harm
which sometimes arises from disturbing
hea}*s of offensive matter during warm
weather, it Ls often uirnesi > to coutlan*
the use of chemical disinfectants with such
means as are tak* n for th*- removal of filth :
and in cases where the removal £>r the tim.
I- impwsibfe or inexpedient, the filth should
alwaj s be disinfected.

infective matters disc harges! fr. m the l<odk-<
of the skk. Among discharges which it
is proper to treat as info*tive are th'Sc

of drinking water. Water used for drink-
ing or culinary purpose* should be free
from animal or vegetable refuse; if tainted
by leakage or filt ration from sewers,
drains, cesspools, pig pens, stables. Ac., it
should not !>e used. But if the *nly water
which for a time cm U- got is op*-n to sus-
picion of dangerous organic Impurities, it
should be b >*tiel before it is used for driuk-

| ing. and then not lie drank later than
twenty-four hours after it has been boiled.
Filtering of the ordinary kind cannot be
trusted l< purify water, but it is a good ad-

; ditiou to other processes. The dangen*u
qualities of w ater are not obviate*! by the

! addition of spirits. When there appears
any prulmble relation between tbe distrtbu-

j ti*m of liiteoscs and the milk supply, the
cleanliness of dairies and the purity of the
water used in them should be carefully in-

| vestigated.
5. Ovenrowding should always be pr*-

| veute*!. Ihe sick room sluuld. as (ar as
possible, Ik- free from |<ersotis who are not
of use or comfort to the patient Ample

; ventilation should be enforeed. It is es-
sential both for patients and for persons who
are about them, that the sick nooru and sick
house be constantly well traversed bv
streams of fresh air. Teachers should
promptly exclude any pupil from school

I who has been exposed t*>a contagious or
infe* ttous disease.
