Reducing to improper fractions, we have,
if 3(4) cats catch 3(4) rats in 3(4) minutes, t
a cat will cak-h (4 of 3| jI)or 4of a rat in
3(1) minute. 9(4) or 1 cat will catch 2(j) or

1 nit in 3(4) minutes. If 1 cal catch 1 rat
in 3(4) minutes. I cat will catch 100 rats
iu 100(3(4) ) minutes or 150 minutes. By
the statement of the problem they (the 100
rats) have to be caught in 50 minutes, or 4

No. 8 steps out and
catches her rat in 1 minute and then rests.
This ends that side f the question. Iv>a’t
you think. Mr. Editor, that if we were to

put 3 cats in as many different places, also
put a rat in each place for a cat to catch,
that each cat would catch her rat in 3 min-
utes. While one cat would be catching
her 1 rat in 8 minutes, the other taro would

each be engaged in doing likewise. There- 1
fore, 1 cat would catch 1 rat in 3 minutes.

In the same way, it can readily be seen
that 1 cat (in the question proposed) will
catch 1rat in 14 minutes.

is it ? The solution, if applied, would bring

, order out of ; h<#, justice and harmony
ani mgsl all classes and peace, prosperity
and safety to society. In the first place we
find this an rganization of labor vs, capi-
tal. We find, also, that from some finan-
cial cause that the poor are getting power

and the rich richer; that the proceed* at
all labor flow with an irresistible current

into the coffers of the capitalists; that all
claaaea that labor, who try “to earn their
bread by the sweat of their brow” have the
greatest difficulty to procure the absolute
necessaries of life. Tbe current of life la
ebbing with no sign on tbe earth or in tbe
heavens above for hope. On tbe other side
we have an aristocracy ofmillionaires with
tbe omnipotent power of gold controlling
the legislation of tbe Country and diverting
it to their own aggrandisement, they have
made themselves princes, other people
slaves. We read daily in the papers de-
scriptions of their festivals and princely
dwellings that appear like enchanted castles
adorned and supplied with every want that

• the mind can conceive, collected from all
parts of the world to minister to their van-

j ities and luxuries. A fawning press de-
scribes their court costumes, dinners and

| balls, the decoration of their dames, daugh-
ters and guests bow each are clad in their

J c> tly silks, satins and iaoes, their pearls
and their diamonds. “They toll not, neither

Ido they spin; yet Solomon in all his glory
was not arrayed like one of these." Whence

, comes all this wealth ? From tbe organiza-
tion of the government up to 1881 the

Eastern States struggled (or political su-
premacy. When the Sooth seceeded they
obtained control. From that boor until
the present they have utilized it in foster-
ing capital and opposing labor. Two-
thirds of the members of the Senate

, millionaires thoroughly identified wtoP
financiers, corporations and capitalists.

' many with their scats bought and paid for.
The Senate from a pinacle of honor, haj

been converted into a temple of Mammon.

The war tariffis still retained with a sur-
plus of $125,000,000 for legislative corrup-
tion and for cumulating in the bands ofthe
capitalist tbe proceeds of the laborer and
the agriculturist. The enormous sum of
near $325,000,000 is collected in revenue

1 by the government and yet this protective
tariff, by excluding foreign competition,

1 enables the manufacturers to collect unes-

-1 timated millions besides, from the pockets
1 of the people on the necessaries of life.
How long will this system of oppression
be submitted to? Want and poverty are
increasing, defensive and protective leagues
are increasing; many industries are para-
lysed and turbulence, riots and mobs are
prevalent wherever large numbers of men
are employed. Two thousand Police now
cannot keep the peace on the Docks in
New York. Tbe time may come that,

' when needed, even the citizen soldiery can-
! not be relied upon. Congress should with-

out delay remedy the wrongs that cause
these troubles. The tariff should be re-
duced to meet simply the necessities of the
government and the country demands that
protection and discrimination in favor of
the few at the expense of the great

mass of tlie people, should be abol-
I ished. Everyone is entitled “to the en-

joyment of life, liberty and the pursuits

•if happiness “and the proceeds of his own
labor. Moral and Civil laws may cause
men to submit to the Kiss of liberty and
happiness but when robbed of the means
of sustaining life amidst abundance, the
laws of nature assert themselves, the Saint
becomes a Savage the loyal citizen an
anarchist reckless of all laws hum

divine. In the name of liberty and justice,
for peace and popular right* let the intes-
tine evils that affect the country be reme-
died and relieved, if not, it will culminate
in civil war from the horrors of which may
Divine Providence mercifully deliver us.

| not feel ashamed of the care they take of

that spot of ground—“ God’s acre”—so often
| forgotten and neglected elsewhere. The

I ladies of that Parish deserve much for the
earnest and successful efforts made in this
direction.

Passing down a little further we came to
the Church of the Sacred Heart, one of tbe

1 oldest sites in the county. The present
building is frame, but in good condition

The churchyard is nicely kept and the
stately oaks, mixed in with the holly and

cetlar and other native trees, with a carpet
of myrtle covering the ground, makes it
really one of the sweetest and most becom-
ing places in our county.

The little Methodist colored church, John
Wesley, stands back into the forest near

I Bu.ld’s Creek. Its people deserve no less
credit than their white friends and neigh-
f**rs in the care of their sick, needy and
dead. They have a society, the members
of which contribute liberally and regular-
ly to the above objects and tbeir sick and
needy are nurstd and provided for and th*-ir
dead laid at rest in a becoming manner—-
not by strangers and at the public expense
This may be and is sometimes necessary?
but it is one of the great scandals of our
county that so many of her people are bur-
ied at the public expense.

I hear there are like societies in St
Inigo’s district —the society of St. Jerome
and the Galltloan Fishermen. Ihope they
will keep up their organizations and re-
ceive as they deserve the aid ofall who are
able to give. No other of God's animals
except man realizes death or hopes (brim-

nv Ttality, and the burial or disp>al of the

dead in one way or another with the great-
est care and respect has been the meek
characteristics of the human family in all
ages, heathen and Christian.

These old buildings and the nice
fruit yet borne by those old tress deny the
truth of such reasons,

i There are old brick buildings now stand-
ling or recently been removed or burned
Bargely over one hundred years, made from
“’the clay ofour soil and laid in lime of the

shells of our oysters, as sound as the day
of erection, beautiful work in every respect
—e. g,—the St Inigo's and Newtown Man-
or Houses, All Faith and St, Andrew’s
Churches, the old brick office in Lconard-
town (lately removed). For years back we
have failed in most cases to make perfect or
such lasting brick, and there is hardly to be
found a barrel of native Winter apples in
our county at this date. Baltimore and
Washington markets are depended on, not
only for such, but fir many hundreds of
like articles now. Much of our money
goes out, not only to cover the high price 1
of the article itself, but to pay from 10 to j
6*3 per cent in transportation and such like '

charges.
Your correspondents may write and cor-

rectly as they do of the equal ami superior
advantages of old St Mary’s with and over
other sections, and the adaptability of our
soil to any and all commodities grown in our
climate. This is all very true, but desper-
ate times have come upon us. We are and
have been looking for sometime for help
in the wrong directions—improvement of
prices, outside markets, foreign wars and
internal railroad improvements. It is true
we are jiooi and depressed, yet do we ever
think we can be poorer and times lie more

' desperate and yet may Hve and be happy?
It seems to me tbe above hopes are not to
be trusted, n<>r can we safely wait for them.
Home and ourselves must be hereafter more
relied on as Ihe safer basis for our relief. I
have often been told nothing is so cheap as

that which we can grow or make ourselves.
I do not feci able to apply a full and pro-
per remedy to the disease, but a little of
philosophy would go far to solve the ques-
tion. We do not rely on ourselves enough.
We have neglected and laid aside those
h'une domestic industries of olden times too
soon. Wheat,corn, tobacco, wool, iron and j
earthenware, etc., are cheaper than 100 1
years ago. Living they toll us is higher
to-day than then. 1 doubt it. We can
make living what we please. The Judge
in our highest court to the lowest public
servant demands and receives double and
often many times more than those of that
day. So we should in retrenching in the
family, and whenever justified, demand re-
duction an*l close economy in our govern-
mental expenses. We have progressed in
one or more aspects—we have schools—-
our people have more general learning—
Science and machinery have done wonders.
Many of our boys and young women can
correctly demonstrate the most difficult
calculation. Tell you all about the solar
system, but lack tbe practical knowledge
of building a pig pen on mother earth or to

make a cake of soap or a jug of yeast. The
art has gone, the hop vine has disappeared

, from the garden and the lye hopper fallen
to pieces. The balance of trade is against
practical knowledge. We are all qualified

‘ to serve at the bar. all fit to be sent to the
legislature, but none of us are learning to

; make or lay a brick or wold a piece oflron.
: The chestnut shingle and home-made bas-

ket and ax helve and oak clap-board has
given plaee in many cases to an inferior
and more expensive substitute. Our men-

; ey should remain at home if we can't do all

i jourselves. The poor working men and wo-
, men of our county would be glad to have

employment, and they in time could help
us as purchasers for <mr surplus.

Those of one hundred years ago had the
braia. muscle and material to meet the sit-
uation and relieve it, under greater difficul-

' j lies than us of to-day. Let us hope the same ;
! stock ofpeople is left.
