freights from lu re front l'> to 20 p r cent
without reveiving any additional volume
of business.

Ifthere was a certainty of one steamer
j having a full I*>ad on each trip th* re would

be room for us to reduce the rates material-
ly,but as it is wc are running ten months

i to do a business that we could easily hand-
le in five and so far. as I have before stated,

our experience has been the less the rate
the less the amount of freight.

Otto great trouble on the Potomac is the
great distance to be run. as the xx harves on
the rtx'er proper are about worthless and it
occupies so much time in getting in and

out of ;hc long bay*.

Often those
who were in tbe thickest of tha fight am
forgotten entirely or laid on the shelf for
use another time, while those Shu looked
on from afar are picked out aM^Vewaried
in order to secure their goodtojU and Al-
lure services.

Who ever heard of a pour nAgetting an
office that was really w< -rth (Afbg >ne
by which he was any betterin’from hav-
ing bad it Take the otlLces >*Una.-ter
cf Baltimore-. Gillectorof tiMwrt, Survey-
or, Internal Revenue in foci all
the department heads. Tbnv-tt invaria-
bly put in them are men wjnutia, men
able to live without office. ntSi who aspire
to them merely for the sakofif the honor
attached to them or as -u pping stones to
higher positions.

Then take the minor placfe, clerkships,
laborers in Tob$QQO Wareh %cs, often fill-
ed by men of ability, and me- other little
places from SVM to SIOOO year and
you will find in them men just as well
qualified, many times, as the chiefs of the
departments.

1 don't think this should be so, litre
should be a more just and equitable divis-
ion. But I suppose it will always be as it
is. Money w illalways be a power in the
land for in the. lau£uagea|h an old back-
woodsman, ‘-them as haunts. ’ ’*

There are two things that strike me as
singular in this connection. Why men
with means to live at ease want to take
up -n themselves the cares and vexatious
of office at all ami why min who are mak-

j ing a decent living in other pursuits will
I clamor after little positions which they
; leave in debt about uine limes out of ten.

1 have seen men come here from comfor-
table country homes, take petitions at sls
per week and try to support families on it.
The farm left behind suffers from their
absence ami usually at the end of their

| term ofoffice they are in debt to their gro-
i cers ami coal dealers.

I can see men in shabby dress standing
around the corners of the City Hall here
even* day who gave up mercantile and

| professional positions to go into public life.
When the short term wap over they w ere
forgotten by their business friends and ten

1 times worse off than they were before. In
he vernacular of the day, “I want none of

1 it iu mine."
The outlook for the coming campaign in

the city is encouraging. There willbebut
I little of the fierce faction fight that has
! characterized our primaries heretofore. In
fact the question ofdispute—the manner of
selecting judges—having been satisfactorily
settled there is nothing to quarrel over
The eecltion will I*; fair, and tbe candi-
dates selected will be worthy of the posi-
tions to which they w ill be elected.

There has been a decided change of
views in ahm-st every section in the jiast
week on the Gubernatorial question. It
seems now that all the heretofore probable
candidates have been laid aside, excejg At-
torney-General Rol>erts and Hon. Barnes
Compton, and it loofcs as ifthe latter has
the lest of the conte.-lf. The Compton
boom has received a most decided gain iu
strength, and if it grows in proportion a* it
did last week, he w ill undoubtedly be the
next Governor. 1 hope it may 1* so.
