The
horrible object of this was to transfix
the victim through the length of his
body. Tbe pounding was continued
with mallets until the entire length
of the pole had been driven into the
ground. Then tba implements that
had been used were taken away, and

I the crowd slowly dispersed.

Ore fob Milk Fever.—Dr. Rob-1
ert Jennings, of Detroit, gives a few
simple suggestions about milk fever in
cows. It is well known that this dis-
ease usually attacks the best cows, and
is too often fatal, on account of im-
proper treatment. “Do not, under
any circumstances, purge or bleed
your animals, if you would have them
live. We advise the following reme-
dies, which can be obtained in any
drug store. By proper care and nurs- ,
ing you will save two animals where
you now save one: Sulphate of mag-
nesia, 1 lb.; Jamaca ginger, pul., 2 oz ; !
mix well, and divide into 6 powders, '
one to be given three times day,
dissolved in a-half pint of tepid water,
alternating every six hours with one
of tbe following powders; Chlorate
of potassa, pul., 1 oz.; digitalis folio,

; pul., § oz.; tart, antimony, i oz.; mix,
| and divide into six powders. Place
I tbe cow in a large, well-ventilated

j box stall, well supplied with clean,
I dry straw, and kept clean. If the
weather is cold, protect ber with com-
fortable clothing. The milk should
be frequently drawn off, and, when

i unable to rise, she should be turned
occasionally, which will afford her i
temporary relief.’’

a EiEcunoi n Africa.
A correspondent of tb Baltimore

Sunday Amrn>-an, who is b member
of Biahop Taylor’s bend of Mission-
aries, writing from St. Paul de Lo-
aode, thus describee an African exe-

cation ;

“As the Bishop and bis party were
descending a mountain they saw there
was a village below them, a market
place surround ;d with a large num- j
ber of houses. It seemed as if all the 1
village people and many others from ;
the surrounding country had gather-
ad in the market place. The Bishop's
first impression was that some kind
of a fair or general trading was in
progress, but as be came nearer be
saw that the event was not commer-
cial. From bis elevated point of view
he could see that several natives were i
at work digging holes in the centre of
the market place. The attention of:
the crowd seemed to be divided be-
tween the hole and something else
that neither the Bishop nor bis com* I
panions could distinguish. The na-

tive carriers said it looked as if there
was lo be a public execution, where- '
upon Mr. Teter tried to see the gal-
lows and failed. An execution it
proved to be, however, but without a

scaffold. The native Africans have
a much more horrible form of judicial
murder than hanging. The Bishop
and his party arrived at the market
place Just as the tragedy was con-
cummated. They learned the story
of the crime that led to it, which brief-
ly was the following:

“Two or three weeks before the
Bishop's arrival, a man had died in
the village, and, as is frequently the
case, the medicine man had been sum-

moned to declare what, or rather who
had been the cause of it. The doctor,
after the usual demonstrations, orac-
ular utterances, frenzied dancing, and
other tomfoolry, had fixed the respon-
sibility for the death upon a captain j
of the trilie. The truth undoubtedly
was that this captain had done some-
thing to otfend the doctor, who took
this way of getting even. The cap-
tain was brought before the king, and
ch: irged with the crime of bewitching |
the deceased. He denied the charge,
and was then ordered to drink a cup
of a kind of tea made from the Bass-

wood tree. It is a deadly poisonous
mixture. The mediciue man tells the i
king that if a man who is guilty 1
drinks of it he will die : hut an inno-
cent man will not be harmed. Who-
ever drinks, of course, dies immedi-
ately in terrible agony, and the pres-
tige ol the doctor is heightened ac-
cordingly. The captain in this in-
stance relused to drink the tea. He
was sent away from the King's pres-
ence for a day or two, pending the
further consideration of the case, but '
that very night he was shot by an un-
known man in his house. After six
days of suffering the captain died.
His friends besought the representa-
tive of the tree State (lovernment to
interfere, but he hesitated. He was
new to the position, and dared not
take very decided measures. So the
king ot the tribe l*stirred himself, j
The dead captain bad been a favorite
of his, and the accusation of the doc- !
tor had disturbed his majesty. Now
that the captain had been murdered, '
be determined to punish the criminal.
A man was arrested and tried for the
crime and found guilty. He was, of
course, condemned to death.

“When the Bishop arrived the hole
in the market place bad been complet-
ed. It was somewbat larger and
deeper than an ordinary grave. The
object that had attracted the atten-
tion of part of the crowd was the con-
demned man himself. He sat on the
ground with his hands tied behind his
h*ck. Seven feet in front of him waa ,
a young tree that bad been bent over
toward him. The top of the tree bad
been cut away, so that a fork made
by the two main branches remained
on the slender trunk. The condemn
ed man's neck was put in this tork
and the ends of the lines were made
fast behind bis head. The tension of
the tree kept a constant strain on hts
throat, not enough to strangle him,
but enough to be painful, and to pre-
vent him from making any motion.
He had been sitting thus for hours
watching the preparations for his ex-
ecution, and enduring the gaze of hun* •
dreds of the villagers. Not far away '
the king, dressed in a gorgeously col-
ored robe, sat. superintending the 1
o|>erations. The work progeeaed in
due order, but without the ceremoni- 1
ous solemnity that characterizes an
execution in Christian countries. The

• Lose to interfere, to a subordinate,
aho transferred them to the captain
in charge of the workers at the hole.
When the diggers climbed out and i
Uid aside their shovels, there was a *
alight pause, and the crowd gathered
