k LATE CRUISE OF THE GOV. THOMAS.
From 0u Hartford Jkrmocmt.

The steamer, “Gov. P. F, Thomas,"
Oapt. Jetf. D. Loker, was board* d by
Commander Plowman and your hum-
ble correspondent at Baltimore early
on the morning of the loth alt., and
immediately steamed down the har-
bor, threading her tortuous course
through the busy hive of maritime in-
dustry, ever present in the basin of
land-locked water above Fort Mc-
Henry composing the harbor. Al-
though it was scarcely daylight, yet
the evidence of approaching activity
in store for those who witness the
scene as the advancing day matures
was abundant. Tog-b^,*'; seeking
business, steamers giving evidence ot

preparation to start for their various
destinations on the Chesapeake, sail-
ing vessels spreading their canvas

wings: all of which combined consti-

tuted a picture of inedible beauty,
which presented in realify the des
criptions sometimes delineated of the
a*sembling of numerous boats, yachts
and steamers of all classes and styles
of marine architecture, to participate
in or witness a regalia or yacht con-
test.

required skillful seamanship to avoid
