During certain seasons, generally
that following harvest, tbe value o',

grain is lowest, partly on account?oi
the uncertainty of the size of the
world’s crop, because the necessities ol
many compel them to sell at any
pnee, and lalf but not leant, the ac

tion of speculators. But a farmer pro-
vided with such granaries as should
be found on a well managed estate,
can bold his crop for a better figure.

In every neighborhood the husband-
man taking some extra pains with his
grain, can find a market at an advance
by selling in smaller quantities for
seed wheat, an operation requiring
some labor, but often making up for
the deficiency on the then low mar-
ket value.

All farmers will admit, that to ob-
tain straw for bedding and fertilizing
purposes, to set land to gras? ami
keep up rotation of crops so necessary
to succe.3fu’ agriculture, grain ofsome
kind must be produced, and the ques-
tion arises which of the grain shall it

be.
Oats and rye can te considered the

only rivals of wheat, and it is only on
some soils and clinate that tbe former
can be produced with any ce. lainty
at all, while it ever has the disadvan-
tage of being seeded in the spring
press of work, its rapid growth im-
poverishing the soil, failing on poor
land and falling down on rich.

Tue general substitution of rye for
wheat would depress the price of the
former, and while it would never b
used as the “start of life,' the purpose
to which it is put is of questionable
value to the public, producing an item
for taxation, and contributing largely
toward fillingan overflowing treasu-
ry-

But wheat is (he “ste !'of life,” al-
most the world over, and into coun-
tries where il is not raised or is pio-

duced in insu'hcient quantities, is im-
ported in the rpain or as flour, and
the demand for it ro!’- from continent
io continent.

We would all raise 'imothy hay
and nothing else if it were possible,
but who has a farm ol all meadow-
land, which will hold grass perpetu-
ally and into which weeds and briars
never creep? It should not then be
so much a question for farmers at
what price they should give up the
production of wheat, but rather how
they can improve the quantity and
quality of the grain; what fertilizer
acts best; the analysis of the soil; the
best producing varieties of the species,
and the mode of seeding and market-
ing.

Tbe ground for wheat should be
prepared with as much care as for any
other farm crop. The soil should be
thoroughly pulverized before see-ling,
as th*. rootlets of the plant can never

gather the plan! food absolutely es-
sentia) for the formation of a perfect
grain.

We sometimes see a poor crop on

rich land and a good one on poor land,
the difference due to preparation be-
fore seeding.
