That there should ever be a bond of j
unity among the children of the Church I
is also the doctrine taught by the Apoa- .
ties. St. Paul in his Epistle says;

I “licseccU you that you walk worthy of >
the vocation in which you arc called.

“Careful to keep the unity of the Spirit
in the lx>nd of peace.

“>nc Imdy and one Spirit as you arc |
called in one hope of your vocation.

“One Lord, one Faith, one Baptism.
“< Inc t lod ami Father ofall, who is above

all and through all and in us all ”

These words were written by the great
Ap*-tie of the Gentile* from the depths of
a Roman prison to keep Christians in the |
bomb of unity. He tells us as we all wor- !
ship ¦ Tie < lod—and not many—as we should j
recognize oniy one Redeemer who shed :

Hi* bl'xxl f.ir us; ns we all hope for salva- j
lion by the strength of one baptism, one >

Sp rit, that we should dwell in unity in one i
Church. When Christ established his '

Church and apjxuntcd St. Peter to preside [
over it lie said “Thou art Peter and
upon this rock 1 will build ray Church,” — 1
one church n t many differing ones. Take >
up the Gospels and Epistles and study them
with a sincere and Christian desire to arrive
at the truth, lay ;iside all bias and see if the
idea of unity in one faith d'K*s not prevail !
through all these writings.

“My kingdom is not of this world.”
Tin kingdom of Christ is a spiritual one.
Such is the Church. In every kingdom or
country in which there is not anarchy or
civil war there is hut one government, one
ruler. So in the spiritual kingdom •>f the
Church there is and can lie but one spirit-
ual head.

The Church i* likened to a sheepfold.
In the sheepfold all sheep walk in the same
path, listen to the voice of the same shep-
herd, fly from the voice of -dangers. The
shca-p of the Christian fold should do like-
wi-e an 1 Ily from the voices of false teach-
ing Again the Church is compared to a
human body and what U-ttor idea of unity !
can there Ik? than that given by the human |

Lxly. >ne head and many members. The i
head commands and the hands are out-
stretched ; the head commands and the lif>s
are opened and give utterance to the
thoughts In hkc manner, if the compari-
son instituted by St. Paul lx- at all correct,
in the Church, as in the Imdy, there are-
many mom U-rs, so, they must be subject to
f!io one spiritual head which Christ has set
over his Church. Again, the Saviour com-
pares the Church to a vine. In a vine
there are many branches united one stem
an. I from it they derive their sap and *
strength.

“thus far shall thou go; not further.".
\. u mat worship in Fcjcc, or China . in
Sydney in Australia, in New York on the
Atlantic, or in San Franciscoon the Pacific,
and there hear the same tloctrinc preached
as from this altar. Tin Church not only
-ver all the world preaches the same doc-

trine to day, but has preached the same
d vlnm since the time o| the Ap*>Ucs.
