From all we can gather ofthe
affair it seems that the lad had been to w rk
during the day and on returning h**mi in
tin evening he inquired for something to
cat His father, who was thought tot ave
been drinking, gave him a short answer to
which the boy replied in like manner
Crismond then became enraged and seiz-
ing the lad by the throat bore him to the
floor and Ivgan to heat and choke him
brutally in his mad passion The boy
screamed and pleaded to bo released and
this so aroused the sympathies of a young-
er brother, who was also in the room, that
he ran into the street, gathered up a rock '
and threw in the open door at his parent.
Crismond then left the prostrate boy and
sought to catch tlu younger, who, howev-
er eluded him by seeking safety in the
house of a neighbor who refused io let
Crismond i nter When he returned to the
po -stratc lad he found him unconscious ami
bleed in*: profusely. The police were noti-
fied by the neighbors a* s<on as they
learned f the affair and the I>oy wa> re-
moved to the Hospital as state*!. We ah*>
learned that Crismond at tirst resisted ar-
rest. but he was soon overpowered and
manacled an*! so carried to the station
house. Tlie affair created considerable ex-
citement in the neigh lrho*xi and the frcl-
iiiv against Crismond for his brutality ran
very high.—./Wf T'tbocev Tithe*.
