While our door* will con*

tinue to be open to proper immigra-

tion, we do not need to tesue special
| invitations to the inhabitants of other
' countries to come to our shores or to

•hare our citizenship. Indeed, the
j necessity of some inspection and limi-
tation i* obvious. We should reso-
lutely refuse to permit foreign govern.

ti*y ociuevud cnly a distant genera-
tion can adequately Uli. Without
attempting to dueue particular pro-
poatiooa, I may add that measure* in i
behalf of tit* surviving veteran* of th
ar and oi tha iamiliaa oi their dead
comrades shoul-1 be conceive-! aad ei-
eculed in a spirit of justice and ot IB*
nw*l grotetui liberality, and that, ta
the competition for civii appointment,
honorable militaryservice ahouid have
appropriate recognition.

The law regulating appointments to
the classified civil service received my
support in me Senate, in the twi.ef
that it opened the way to s tuuvh-
needed refora: IKill think so. sad
therefore eoidioiiy approv- the c*r
and forcible expraasion of the conven-
tion upon this subject. The law should
have the aid of a fnendi; interpret*-
tioh and be lailhiully and vigorously
enforced. All sppomraento under it
ihould be absolutely free from partisan
considerations and indium- e. Some
extensions of lb* clasein-d list are
practicable und deeiraole and further
legislation extending the reform to
other branches ot the service, to which
it is applicable, would receive my ap-
proval. In appointments to every
grade and department fitness, and not
party service, should be the essentia!
and discriminating test, and fideUy
and efficiency the only sure tenure of
office. Only the interests ofthe public
service should suggest removals from
office. I know the practical difficui-
ties attending the attempt to apply
tha spirit of the civil service rules to
all appointment* and removals. It
"'ill, however, be my supers purpose,
if elected, to advance this reform.

I notice with pleasure that lb* con-
vention did not omit to express it*
solicitude fur promotion of virtue and
temperance among cur people. The
Republican partv has alwavs been
friendly to everything that tended to

make the home lifeof our people tree,
pure and prosperous, and will in the
future be true to its history in this
respect.

Uur relation* with foreign poweis

i should be chmactei iced n\ friendli-
ness and respect. The right of our
people aud of our ship* to hospitable
treatment should be insisted upon
with dignity and firmness. Our n*-

j tion is ttu great, totlin material
; strength and in moral power, to in-

dulge in blustei or to be suspected of
timoroueoess Vacillation and incon-
sistency are as incompatible with
successful diplomacy as they are with
the national dignity. We should es-
pecially cultivate and extend our
diplomatic and commeicial relations

j with the Centi si and South American
States. Our fisheries shouid be foster-

[ e<i and protected. The hardships and
risks that are the necessary incidents

| of the business should not be increased
by an inhospitable exclusion from the
near-lying ports The resources of a
tirm, dignified and consistent diplo-
macy ate undoubtedly equal to tne

prompt and peaceful solution of the
difficulties that now exist. Our neigh
l>ore will surely not expect in onr
porta a commercial hospitality they
deny to us in theirs.

I cannot extend this letter by a
special reference to other subjects upon
"hn h the convention gave an expres-
sion In respect to them as well as

ito those I have noticed. lam in

•u'ire agreement with the declarations
of the convention. The resolutions:
relating to toe coinage, to the rebuild- I
mg of the navy, to coast defences and
to public lands express conclusions to '
ell of which I gave uiy support in the J
Senate.

Inviting a c Im and thoughtful;
consideration ol these public questions, ;
we submit them to the people. Their
intelligent patriotism and the good
Providence that made and haa kept
n a ration will lead them to wise aud
safe ior elusions Very respectfully,
your obedient servant.

Uur civil compact is a government
i by majorities, and the law loses its

sanction and the magistrate our re-
ej*ect when this compact is broken.
The evil results of election frauds Jo
not expend themselves upon the voters
who are robbed of their rightful in-
fluence in public attain. The mdivi-
dual, or community, or party, that
practises or connives at alectioo frauds
has suffered irreparable injury, and

i willsooner or later realize that to
exchange the American system of ma-
jority rule for minority control is not
only unlawful aud unpatriotic, but
very unoaie for luoae who piomoie it.
ine distranemsement of a single icgal
eiedor by fraud ox intimidation is a

; crime 100 grave to b legarded ligutiy.
The right 01 every qualified elector lo
-.tst oue I fee ballot and tc Lava it

| honestly counted mast not be .pie*,
tioned. Every constitutional power
should be used to make ibis light
secure and punish frauds upon the
ballot.

Our colored people do not usk speci-
al legislation in their interest, but
-July to be made secure in tne common
rights of American citizenship. They

1 wnl, however, naturally mistrust the

j sincerity of those party leaders who
i appeal to their race for support only
, in those localities where the sutiiage

ia fiee and election results doubttul J
and compass their disfranchisement
where their votes would be controlling
and their votes cannot be coerced.

The nation, not less tha* the States,
is dependent for prosperity and secu-
rity upon the intelligence and morali- ,
ty of the people. This common inter-
est very sarlv suggested national aid
in the establishment and endowment
of schools and colleges in the new
States. There is, 1 believe, a present

I exigency that calls for still more lib-
era! and direct appropriations in aid
of common school educat on in the

i States.
The Territorial form of government

is a temporary expedient, not a per- I
uianent civil condition. It is adapted
to the exigency that suggested it, but i
becomes inadequate, and even oppres- j
sive, when applied to hxed ami popu-
lous communities. Several Territories
are well able to bear the burdens and
discharge the duties of free common-
wealths in the American Inion. To
exclude them is to deny the just rights
of their people and may well excite .
then indignant protest. No question !

i of the political preference of the peo-
ple of the Territory should close
against them the hospitable door
which has opened to Iwo-thirds of the ;
existing States. But admission should
be resolutely refused to any Territory
a majority of whoa# people chensb
institutions that are repugnant to our

civilization or inconsistent with a

republican form of government.

The declaration of tba convention
against “all combination* of capital,
organised in trusts, or otherwise, to

control arbitrarily the condition of j
trad* among our citizen*" is in bar-
money with the views entertained and j
publicly expreeaed by me long before ;

. the assembling oi the convention.

Ordinarily, capital shares the base* of i
idleness with labor, but under tha i

1 operation of tha trust, in some of its i
form*, the wage-worker alone suffers
loss, while idle capital receive* it*

dividend.- from a trust fund Pro-
ducers who refuse to join the combi-
nation are destroyed, and Coin petition !
a* an element ot price* is eliminated.
It cannot be doubted that the iegis- -
iative authority should and will had
a method of dealing fairly and elfeo-
tivelv with these and other abuses
connected with this subject.

It can hardly be nacaaaary for me
lo say that I am heartily in sympa-
thy with tbs declaration of the con-
vention upon the subject cf pension#
to our soldiers and sailors. What
they gav and what they suffered I
had some opportunity to observe and :
