Included in the amount of levy as above,
we find a snrplus of $702.31, which is ex-
plained as needed to make good the insol-
vencies as returned by collectors, and to

meet other incidental indebtedness that |

may arise during the current year. There
is also included in the levy for repairs of
the public roads for the current year the
sum of $3,417, which added to the excess
of $1,587.50 unprovided for in 1887, makes
a total of $5,304.50 levied for that purpose.

We find that for years past supecrvisors
have been allowed to expend considerable
sums in excess of the amount directed by
their warrants. This bhabit we strongly
condemn, and feel gratified to know that
the late action of the county commissioners
making the supervisors individually re-
sponsible for the excess will prevent a re-
currence of this evil.

The public roads throughout the county
are in a fair condition, considering the late
heavy rains, but we find in many instances
that they are damaged instead of being im-
proved by the work done upon them. We
therefore recommend the honorable board
of county commissioners to exercise greater
care in the selection of supervisors, and re-
duce the number at present employed at
least one-half.

Since the close of the levy, the board of
county commissioners have received from
the State Treasurer $2,000, the amountap-
propriated by the last Legislature towands
indemnifyving the county for costs and ex-
penses incurred on account of the Biscoe
murder case, That amount we find enter-
ed on their books in the general account
of the Treasurer, er with other
amounts received by him from time to time,
and is being used as necessity requires in
the payment of hospital, almshouse and
other indebtedness of the county. The ac-
count shows a balance of over #1600,
which is deposited in the Traders’ National
Bank, Baltimore, to the credit of the board
of county commissioners, subject to their
treasurer s check.
