Bee Keeping Notes.—Lest year
and this the drought has been so Ha-

rare in the Nortbweat that i- has
been very dispiriting to bee-keepers.
The scarcity of flowers has been so

great that beas have not had enough
from which to gather hooey na plenti-
fully aa usual. Although bees did
comparatively well at first, and swarm-
ed well, the dry weather in July end
August cut off so many honey-produc-
ing plants that many of the later
swarms did not gather enough honey
to keep them through the winter, end
willhave to be f J.

Bees usually do well if wintered in
a comparatively dry cellar. They
should be put ic before it is lime for
severe snow-storms. After the first
of December they ere better iu win-
ter quarters. Wire screens should be
nailed over the entrances to keep

i them at home. The hatchway doors
should be freaueutiy opened during

i favorable days through the Winter to
ventilate the cellar, and *ome clean

, old garments spread over the hives to
; keep the bees in the dark, if tbe wiu-

i dowe ere such as let io much light.
. A platform built two feet or ao above

l tbe cellar floor is the best to set the
, hives 00. Bees are better kept quiet.

, A feed ouce a week, if tbe swarm
i needs feeding, willkeep them well.

They should not be taken out too

t soon io Spring unlsas tbe weather ia
[ very mild, os many will become chill-

. ed tod dia. Bees may be fad with
, strained hooey stirred thick with

i white sugar. Maple ayrop is also of*
too used. Not e very great quantity
