STORNING OF THE ARSENAL.
BY PRIVATE T. PINKNEY LOWNDES.

On the morning of the 9th Novem-
, 1860, I was informed by Corporal
| Muley, of the Washington Light Iu-
' fantry, in which command I had been |
| uganimously elected a private, that I
| t detailed as one of twenty picked
{ men to capture the Charleston Arse-
| nal that night.
| Now, this was a startling compli-
went that I did not fully appreciate,
since at that time I was courting de-
struction on

was asked
that eveuing to meet some young la-
dies; that it would be a great disap-
pointment to them as well as myself
to break the engagement, and aleo
begged Lim to ask the captain to pick
over. But my argument was useless.
“Your country ealls you todo or diel”
says the corporal, and I did.

Rushing to my friends I informed
them of the compliment paid to my
desperate courage and soldierly qual-
ities, and asked their assistance in the
way of an armament. Right nobly
did they respond to my patriotic ap-
peal. Weapons of all sorts were free-
ly offered. An old-fashioned revol-
ver I remember, that my friend told
me would have been worn by kis fa-
ther in the Mexican war, if he had
gone to that war. Another offered
me a sword that he said one of his an-
cestors had bought from one of Mar-
ion’s men, but as the Washington
Light Infantry had abolished the wear-
ing of sworde (by the private) as be-
ing too inconvenient at the anuiver-
sary dioners, I was forced to decline
the sword. By the fair hand of wo-
man I was presented with a beautiful
scarf—a tribute from virtue to valor,
as well as to keep off sorethroat; and
by my aunt with an umbrella in case of
rain, for the night looked threatening.
Then, bidding farewell to my numer-
ous relatives, friends and acquaintan-
ces, who were by no meauns so much
distressed as I thought they shouldbe
nnder the circumstances, I buckled on
wy armor, consiating of two revolvers,
glass pocket pistol, bowie-knife, State
rifle and bayonet, over the muguifi-
cent uniform of the Washington Light
Infantry.

I thought of the Leopard and Ches-
apeake, of the winter at Valley Forge.
I repeated “Freedom's battle once be-
gun,” “The Soldier's Grave,” “ Dulce
et decorum est pro pairia,” (as those
who never tried it say,) “What perils
do environ _him who trifles with cold
iron,” and “Home, sweet, sweet home."”
Thus dressed to kill I repaired to the
appointed rendezvous, the Church of
the Holy Communion, in Ashley street,
stopping on the way two or three
times to realize that “Drinking is the
soldier’'s pleasure,” and t{o say last
words to admiriog friends. Arrived
at the church I was impressed with
the solemnity of the scene; it was un-
like the last time I wore a uniform at
night (the 220d of February before)
when I answered to the 18th regular
trast—"“Woman.” No music, no toast-
ing, only a church and a place fora
graveyard, (perbaps for vs;) nothivg
but the suppressed breathing of the
twenty picked men tobe heard as they
sat oo the church door steps waiting
for the order to “Fall in"—which was
soon given by the Lieutenant—*ac-

cording to height.” Now, as this

Such is the declara-
tion of a physician who has again and
again tried the experiment and with
uniform success. He adds that cold
and damp never produces but simply
develops the disease, of which acid
blood is the primary and sustaining
cause, and that while the blood is al-
kaline there can be neither rheama-
tism nor gout.

Statistics show that in ove year—
1876—2,050 pereons died ot rheoma-
tism in this country, who, it is claimed,
might have been cured or prevented
by the adoption of the re.edy meu-
tioned. At least two-thirds of the
cases named heart disease are ascribed
to rheumatism and its agonizing ally,
gout. Small-pox, so much dreaded,
is not so destructive as rhenmatism,
which, it is maintained by many phys-
icians, can be prevented by obeying
nature’s laws in diet. But, if yon
bave incurred it, boiled celery is pro-
nounced unhesitatingly to be a specific,
The proper way to eat celery is to
have it cooked as a vegetable after the
mauaoer above described. The writer
makes constant ‘uee of it in this way.
[ Try it once, and you would sooner do
without any vegetable, with the sin-
gle exceplion of the potato, rather
than celery. Cooked celery is a deli-
cious dish for tha table, and the most
conducive tothe health of any vege-
table that can be mentioned.— Leod s
