Btsih mt Capt. Alas. Memo*.

Captain Alexander Jones died on Thurs-
day, the 14th Instant, at fi.ls o’clock at bis
residence, 7 South Broadway. He'never
recovered from the stroke of paralysis
which prostrated him a few weeks ago.
Up to that time he bad always enjoyed
good health. He was one of the best-
known figures among the Baltimore ship-
builders, sod was daily teen about the
shipping districts of FraU, Gay and other
streets.

Captain Joses was the arm ofCaleb Jones
and Mary Bennett, ofSf. Mary’s county,
the home of their families (>r more than
200 years. He was born in that county on
July 14, 1809. When flye years old his
parents died, and he had to earn his bread
at an cany age. At 14 he apprenticed
himrelf to a Baltimore pilot and remained
in his service about seven yearn. While
yet an appretlce he made voyages to Eu-
rope and the West Indies. From 1838 to
1841 be was captain of the brig Falcon,
which sailed to the West Indies. He then
successively had command of the brig Og-
lethorpe, barks James Ryder, Victoria and
Eleanor. Captain Jones built the brig
Mary A. Jones, named after his first wife.
He made quite a number (A trips to for-
eign ports on this craft and finally sold her
in New Orleans. He also commanded the
harks Elizabeth, Isabella C. Jones sod Gen-
eral Quicker. He continued to build ves-
sels, but did not go to sea after that In
18(12 he built the Susie M. Jones, which he

sold in Bremen. The Isabella C. Jones
wss lost at sea with her crew and Captain
William Caleb Jones, son of the deceased.
Captain Jones built the bark Gamaliel, the
tugs Kate Jones, Alexander Jones, Mary
Shaw, Anns Bell and other boats, all of
which, except the Mary Shaw, belonged to

him at his decease.
In 1802 be established the Broadway

Savings Bank, and was its president until
the time of his death, serving without pay.
Mr Jones was a member of the Broadway
M. E. Church, a director for many years in
the Seaman’s Bethel Mission, and a mana-
ger of the Charitable Marine Society. For
a long time he was a member ofthe Har-
bor Board.

Captain Jones was married twice, bis
first wife being a Miss Ann Shaw. After
her death be married her sister, Isabella C.
Shaw, on March 7,1850, who survives him,
t igethcr with four children.— Bello. Her-
ald.
