pos. The last Baltimore Sunday Her-
ald says:

“The Buckeye State is having an
ashappy time trying to eettle the
school question with reference to the
white ard colored population. Five
years #go, in response to a cell from
various sections'of the Btate, the Leg-
islature passed  law that any school
district could divide its funds, build
separate school-houses and provide
teachers for white and colored schools.
This was attempted 1n sever:! locali-
ties, but vigorously resisted onp the
part of the blacks. In one town in
Ashtabula county the house was built
and 4 teacher hired, but the colored
pupils could not be compelled to at
tend, and after a three months trial
the experiment was abandoned, the
negro children choosing to go with-
out school advantages for a period of
three years.

“Recently the former law was re-
pealed and a statute enacted which
opened the ‘mixed schools’ again.
This time it was the white people who
objected, and in one instance, at least,
the schools have been ordered clased
for a good part of the school year.
At New Richmond there is intense
excitement, and at Felicity one man
was shot and several injured as the
% result of a row growing out of an ef-

fort to eject the colored children.

“The situation in the Ohio echools is

very imperfectly understood outside
of the State. Many of the schools
have no colored pupils at all.” Some
have from one to ten, while others
are Balf colored or have even a ma-
jority of black pupils. Asa conse-
quence, great difficuity is experienced
in fruming a law which will cover the
case. The law of five years ago was
a good onme, but the colored people
looked upon it as a humiliation and
flatly refused to attend colored echools.
Reason, argument and three or four
years' loss af school privileges failed
to convince them otherwise, and the
recent action of the Legislature was
only a hopeless move in a most per-
lexing problem.”

Answer. Not half so muchas a
white man for voting the republican
ticket by those of their own color.
