A Few Suggestions.
The Grand Jury as well as the Bench
have more than once noticed and expressed
their opinions in regard to the condition of
our public buildings, especially the sur-
roundings of our jail, and I feel sure our
county commissioners are willing to reme-
dy the evils. However, whether caused
by the already presemt high tax or being
unable to agree on plans, the evil con-
tinues.

Pardon me with a few suggestions. Be-
ing a near neighbor of the jail unfortu-
nately in its present condition, I am free
to say I em much interested, and have
given the matter sqme consideration, qual-
ified, however, that nothing should be

direction of a competent engineer to plan,
supervise and inspect the work and mate-
risl used, for oaly good and permanent
work will answer,

THE COURT BUILDING.

I see no reason why the court-house
should not be found in fair condition; and
two rods through the rear in the second
story would strengthen as well as secure
the wails, and two or threeiron pillows
properly placed in the coart-room would
fully support the second floor, which now
sags slightly, and make it perfectly safe,
without interfering with the comfort of the
room for business purposes.

The roof should be properly spouated on

much nceded, and which can’t be obtained
or expected in our court-house yard—the
surplus of overflow, which shere will be
at almost every rain-fall, can and will car-
ry off the slops from the jail and court-
house privies. Water is the only means
and power that can effectually correct the
evil complained of, or a deep well, covered,
dug to water, which would be cheaper, but
not 8o good; and, as I have zaid before, two
other important objects are gained by the
cistern—good drinking water and so con-
troiling it as to prevent farther injury to the
buildingsand their comfort.

THE JAIL.

I am sure on examining the jail our au-
thorities will comclude that it isnot a fit
place as a residence for a family. Having
often eight or ten prisoners, and of differ-
ent grades, the whole building is needed,
The very nature of the place makes it evi-
dent that no more slops or garbage shouid
be allowed around the building than possi-
ble. ;
The sheriff should be provided with
neat and comfortable dwelling, which,
with the jail, should be enclosed asone lot.
The money now yearly paid by the coun-
ty for a jailor, which there is no warrant
in law, will pay the iaterest on the cost of
all the improvements mentioned ia this ar-
ticle and leave a sinking fund of from $40
to $60 yearly. .

The first floor of the jail could be fixed
up as a prison and grating and a grated
door fixed at the head of the stairway, ma-
king it safe for the sheriff or his jailor to
enter the cells without fear of assault or
giving & chance to the prisoner to escape.

COST.

One thousand to twelve hundred dollars
would, I dare say, do the whole work in the
most approved style.

Repairing on court-building and
spouting same and jail,

Each and all of these matters should be
looked into, not only upon the grounds of
safety as regards our court-room, but for
the sakeofhealth and Christian humanity.
It is sad to think our sheriff has not the
means to take better care of the unfortu-
nates in his charge, and that he finds it
necessary to chain some to the floor and
there keep them for months to prevent
their cscape. This should not be, and is
not calculated to aid the reform aimed gt
by our laws, and in most cases successfully
attained in our Penitentiary and Houses of
Correction—where firm and rigid discipline
is exacted—at the same time every possible
kindness and good care extended.

Still sadder is it that the prisoners, as
well as the worthy jailor and surrounding
neighbors and clerks at the court-house,
should have to live in and around so much
filth and poison. Am I exagerating when
Isay there is not a private estoblishment
in our county that is in such bad order as
the county jail of St. Mary's? Can we
console or comfort the family or friends of
our worthy jailor were he to be taken off
by the typhoid fever, leaving a dependent
family behind (and such has been the case
with one of his predecessors as well as some
of the prisoners) or a prisoner or a resident
near by, or if the floor of the 2nd story of
the court-house should come one day crush-
ing down on the heads of the Bench and
Bar and a score or more of others if they
were asked to accept the loss with resignae-
tion as an act of special Providence com-
mitted for some inscrutable purpose ? This
would seem to me in the last degree stupid.

Taught as we have all been, that we are
free agents ‘and that the laws of God, both
as to morals and the universe, have been
well established, we disregard them at our
own risk, and must accept the penalty asa
punishment for our own fault and sin. A
death in cither case would result from a
violation of an established law,and asa
death could have been preveated by a pro-
per regard of the responsibilities and a pro-
per attention to the duties of those in au-
thority, it seems to me it would be caused
so far as anything in this world could te
caused by the act of man.,
