A t time of our visit no new insane cases
were noticed; of the old ones, one was a
colored male and one a colored female,
totals.

A N•mtjr Judgment.

The supreme court of Pennsylvania has

sustained a judgment in the suit of J. M.
Moyer against the Southern Maryland
railroad company, said to be the largest
Judgment ever recovered by an individual
through that court. The amount was
$234,000, and with interest added now
reaches nearly $250,000. Itis claimed that
Col. S. S. Smoot, president of the Southern
Maryland read, became indebted to Moyer
for $150,000, and the company was indebt-
ed to Smoot and bud given him nominally
$300,000 of its securities; though the com-
pany still held them in its possession.
Moyer began action to obtain of
these securities. Meanwhile Col. Smoot
made an assignment to Col. Darling, the
purpose being, as alleged by Mr. Moyer,
to defeat his claim. In 1881 itisasse'tcd
the railroad company canceled the attached
stocks and bonds, and issued new ones in
their stead. The remaining bondholders
then t<'k action to have Col. Moyer’s at-
tachment set aside, but the supreme court
ruled against them and sustained the
Judgement obtained in the lower court—
Washington Star.
