Monday, June 10, has been selected for
the ceremony, the address to be delivered
at 3 p. m.

The condition of the’lot is not such as it
should be, and unless some active meas-
ures be resorted to at an early date, look-
ing to its proper care and maintenance, its
condition will be discreditable to our peo-
ple.

It has been suggested that the care of
the Monument lot might safely be placed
in the charge of a Memorial Association
similar to those existing in different sec-
tions where such monuments have been
erected. Such an Association, consisting
for the main part of the good ladies of our
county, it seems to me, might, without en-
tailing very much of labor or responzibility
upon anyone individual, be an effentive
means for the end desired.

When it is remembered that the remains
of more than three thousand of the Con-
