We heartily endorse and concur
with our editorial brothers of the En-
terprise in their last week's article
coudemnatory of our present road
system and of St. Mary's courty
roads. As the Enferprise says, our
roads are a “blot upon onr county”
and the money which has been ex-
pended upon them “has, if not been
literally wasted, at least done no pe:-
manent good.” The roads are about
as bad as they can get to be, and the
system and “inefficient supervisors™
are largeiy respounsible for their ‘‘be-
ing in worse condition than they bave
ever been before.”” In regard to por-
tions of the roads ever which we have
lately travelled we can bear witness
that the Enterprise’'s pen-picture of
their miserable condition is not over
drawn.

We join issue with the Enterprise
upon its assertion that ‘upon the
proper choice of Delegates [to the
Legielature] will depend the enact-
ment of a new road law for this coun-
ty.” No new Act of Assembly is re-
quired. The Commisrioners’ Court is
the body upon which the responsibil-
ity for a change in our road system
reste, Even under the law of 1878
[Chap. 499] the County Commiesion-
ers were required to appoint onmly
such “district road commissioners and
such other ageuts and supervisors as
they may deem neceseary.” Bat,
coming down to a more recent date,
the Legislature of 1888 passed an
Act [Ckap.467] which we think gives
the County Commissioners all powers
neceseary to change the present sys-
tem and adopt 2 new one. Scotion A
of the Act referred to reads:

“A. The County Commissioners
ehall, in their respsctive counties,
have control over all the public roads,
streets and alleys, <xcept in incorpo-
rated towns in their respective coun-
ties, and make such rules and regula-
tions for repairing, clesning, mending
and perfectisg the same, and provid-
ing for the payment of the cost of the
same as they may deem neceseary.”

This same Act empowers the Com-
missioners to make a dog law; to
make rules for the removals of getes
from the public roads and, aleo gives
them power to allow or refuse boun-
ties for fox or crow beads, &. Upon
the last mentioned provieion of the
law, [Sec. C.] the present Board have
acted, and it does seem to us that if
oar Commissiotiers can act under sec-
tion O, they cen exercise the same
privilege as regards section A. Of
course the Act we are speaking of re-
peals all Public General and Publie
Local Laws inconsistent with it,

We submit theee facts to our broth-
ere and ask them if they do not agree
with us that the whole responsibility
for the continuance of the present
system rests with the Commissioners’
Court ? : We think it does, and we
believe that the choice of buasiness
men, of mer who have a tax-paying
interest in the county and a conse-
quent motive for its improvement, for
the Commissioners’' Court is the most
important duty the voters will bave
to perform at the coming election. We
think the Commiesioners have power
at any meeting to change our road
system andif another system will im-
prove our roade, the sooner the change
is made the better for the county.
