Now that tbe time of re-opening public
schools is open os, Iam impelled by a sense
a? duty to urge patrons to send their chil-
dren to school regularly, and not tolerate
longer the growing evil of allowing them
to remain at home in idleness.

Tcere was a time when foe Free Public
School System did not exist and that the
advantages of a practical education were
nerf enjoyed l*y all alike. Then there was
some well founded excuse for the devt-lop-
opment of ignorance amongst children
whose parents woe not aide to pay for
their education; hot, under the pi esent glo-
rious system of liee public instruction, af-
fording an equal chance to all classes, par-
esis have nothing by which to pa’liate
their children's illiteracy. It k tree that
at times foe services ofa child are required
at home—that its help in some cases k in-
dispensable. But it k also true that even
when not needed at borne tber are often
permitted to stay simply to satisfy their

own Inclinations.
This k a great mistake, as it affords chil-

dren too free a scope for tbe exercke of
their paarioos, and parents should awaken
to tbe importance of education and compel
their offspring to attend fcbuoL Employ-
ment k a moral force, and by helping cbil-
fires rt school those evil tandeodea, so nat-
ural to youth, will be in a measure eradi-
cated and replaced by useful knowledge
and refinement. Every parent must feel
an interest—ay—a deep int> rest tifoe wel-
fare of his own flesh and blood. Then
will not this alooe prompt them to place
within the reach oi tin-ir children that
which k dearer than &>M,visa an educa-
tion ? lam sure it should he a source of
the greatest pride and gratification to par
cuts *o behold foelr chi'dieu go forth from
foe paternal roof and fight their respective
battles with honor to themselves and to
their country. Let ws airf inan ambitious
age like this suffer our educational stand-
ard to wane. No, rather elevate Hto even
a higher state of development; and to ac-
complish this end it is alvolutrtv necessa-
ry that children be kept at school constant-
iy-

In conclusion, 1 would again importune
parents and guardians to plac* their chil-
dren within reach ofthe fountain ofknowl-
edge, ard, ifthey refuse to drink of its en-
