Messrs Editor*;—l suggested in a re-
cent letter that a general meeting of the
people should be called to take into con-
sideration the subject ofthe public roads.
Iurge that vou consult with those interest-
ed in the matter and unite with your con-
temporary the “Enterprise” in fixing upon
a day for the meeting and that you jointly
make an effort to have it well attended.

It would seem that a meeting might be
the more free from political bias and con-
trol if called before the November election,
and whatever step be taken, for the inter-
ests ofthe public at large, it surely win be
in every way desirable that political con-
trol now and ia the future be avoided in
connection with.any plan that may be de-
vised or adopted.

Ihave ventured to suggest that the law
we now have is all sufficient. lam Millof
the same oniiilon, iinop a similar kw in
one of our Eastern Shore counties is effec-
tive in giving the very best oountry roads
1 have ever seen and kept up at an expense

-about equal to the amount we expend to
so purpose.

Itmay very
W*dl be that the task offinding a board of
oounty commissioners of sufficiently eieva-

| tod views to be aide to struggle out of the

slough Into which these officials for many
years peat have folks, may seem well nigh
hopekes. Such an opinion Ieared not to
expeem, bat Ifind that so many are offthat
opinion that Is all probability there will
be an effort, ifany movement la the matter
be made, to piece the administration ofthe
L.w elsew here than at present Acommis-
son baa bees suggested white doty shall
be ccmfiaed to general supervision of the
work done by road managers (under rules
end regulations of Hub own framing) mad
the receiving at the road lax and paying
on* the same to the managers who willset-

tle with the hands employed, for teams,

Ac. This would seen to be a simple sys-
tem ami might be effectual. Atany rate

the expense of costly supervision would
thus be avoided, for the duties of the com-
mission would not be ofso exacting s char-
acter as to make it necessary to attach
much compensation to the office. Ifthe
commission should consist of three mem-
bins the entire county might be divided
into three road districts, one commissioner
being wmgaed to each. Six meetings of
tbe board daring the year would suffice fcr

the general business of tbe office. The In-

st action of the roads in his district should
not occupy each commissioner more than
13 days, so that it would seem that the su-
pervision might be effective at little cost to

the countV-
Tbe management under all good sjs-

t-ms is assigned to contractors whose dis-
tricts cover considerable sections. ItU ut-
terly unreasonable to expect to find com-
petent men for every five or six miles of
road to direct the repairs of the same and
manage property the hands employed, and
quite as unreasonable to expect any such
method toresult in anything else than con-
fusion and otter failure.

An intelligent supervision will secure an
intelligently devised general plan, and
managers with large districts under their
charge can carry on tbe {dan devised. The
size oftbe districts undo' one management
will always depend on tbe character of the

work to be done. Tbe more difficultthe
work, the larger the district. Worfcoo our
County roads for yean to come will be of
the simplest character, requiring not more
altility than can readily be found to take
charge of five or six districts. Possibly
three districts might be better to corres-
pond with tbe commissioners’ districts.

An Abandonment of our credit and coun-

ty paper system must, however, be determ-
ined on as a necessary preliminary to an
economical administration of this, as well
as indeed of most other departments involv-
ing coanty expenditures. A business man
would be regarded as little better than a
m-.dman who should borrow money at
from 15 to 20 per cent, for the conduct of
bis work. And, yet, this is precisely what
the' coanty is now doing, and making
botch-work of road-mending at tbe same
time. An extra appropriation for the Ist

year will then be necessary. Probably am
amount not exceeding $2,000 would suffice
fur t e Ist year to enable the commission-

ers to start the work, applying improved
methods fur the Ist year to the most impor-
tant roads and gradually extending tbe
system over the entire coanty.

All will, however, depend on proper ad-
ministration and supervision. Without
these the-best law will be useless.

I trust that what I have said above may

at least aid in calling attention to our needs
in tbe matter under discussion, even if it
present no valuable thoughts or sugges-
tions.
