2nd. There shall be appointed by
from amongst the principal taxpayer*, three
road conunisrioneis, who shall serve two

years without compensation, whose doty It
shall be to appoint so many road supervi-
sors as may be necessary for the roads in
their respective districts. They shall fix
the compensation of the supervisors, and
workers on the roads, and materials used
for repair?; and shall proscribe the manner
of repairs, and such other inks and regula-
tions as they lhay deem necessary.

3rd. Hoads dividing adjacent districts,
shall be divided for repairs, by the road
commissioners of said districts.

4th. The road commissioners may con?
tract for repairs of roads, or parts thereof,
by tins job, when in their judgment, they
think Itbest

sth. The road commissioners of the re-
spective districts, shall ap}*>int one of their
number chairman, one treasurer, and the
other shall be secretary, and each board of
road commissioners shall report quarterly,
to the amount of money they received
and disbursed, and the miles of roads re-
paired, and the conditioner the roads, after
first having inspected them.

6th. The tax collectors for the respec-
tive districts, shall pay to the treasurers of
the several boards of roads commissioners,
in quarterly instalments, the money levied
thereiq for road repairs.
