Borne think that the ob-
ject in making the oyster grounds private
property is to make the man who has mon-
ey Iletter o|f. In France the oysters failed
just as they are doing here. After awhile
they sold the oyster grounds like land and
n >w the oyster trade there is a very impor-
tant branch of industry. Most oystermen
think that if this law is passed they will lie
out of employment; supposing they willbe,
which they will not, wont they all be out
of employment if the oysters fail ?

People say that
the money the oysterman makes docs him
no good; but they are wrong, because most
of the oystermen are men who have no
land to work and have to depend on oys-
tering for a living. I think the oystermen
ought to have a say in the question. I
fancy if one knows anything about the
oyster question the oystermen ought. We
all would soon find the oystermen are

-against leasing the oyster lands. The oys-
ter law we have now if properly carried
out will protect the oysters, because the
oystermen are not allowed to catch any
oyster under two and a lialf inches long,
and if they! catch them and sell them to a
buy boat, when the Captain sells them in
the city they are looked over, and if any
oysters under the size are found, he is ar-
rested, so that makes them more particular
alwut buying small oysters. II the oyster-
men <•/*,* to disobey this law and break
up the oysters they will have to stop until
the oysters can grow. ***
