From the Baltimore Bun.

Wednesday, February 3 1892.

Ex-President Cleveland was greet-
ed by 5,000 persons at Atlanta. Ga.,
as he passed through that city yes-
terday on his way home from
Louisiana. It is probable that Mr.
Cleveland will deliver an address at
the University of Michigan, Ann
Arbor, February 22.

Legislative.

There was a lively debate in the
House over the bill authorizing the
incorporation of companies for
trading purposes.

Senator Gorier introduced a bill
proposing an amendment to the
15th article of the Declaration of
Rights, relating to taxation.

In the Maryland Senate the hill 1
proposing to authorize municipal
corporations to make contracts for
the use of water, gas and electricity
for not more than twenty years was
reported nnfavorably, and the re-
port was adopted. Senator Evans
made a personal explanation.

Bills were introduced to subject
to taxation the additional stock of
$10,000,000 recently issued by the
Baltimore and Ohio, and to amend
the charter of the Belt Bailroad
Company so as to prohibit the use
of the tracks of the company by the
Baltimore and Ohio and the North-
ern Central Bailroad Companies
until they surrender their exemp-
tions from taxation.

The Eastern Star is the oldest

paper in Talbot connly, and has al-
ways been distinguished for its ad-
herence to the democratic princi-
ples.

The paper
was suppressed at the time and Mr.
Robinson was sent South. The
present editor, Mr. Charles O.
Wright, is a member of the associa-
tion.
