Friday evening I went to New York to
hear the opening “gun” of this campaign,
that is Tammany Hall's Ratification, and
had the pleasure of listening to the Great
Chief, Bourke Cockran. His reference to
the Force Bill very much impressed me and
was in substance as follows:

“But there is an issue which overshadows
allthese. One which is of more importance
than any which bave arisen since the civil
war. Itis the attempt of the Republican
party to control the elections of the several
States throigh the aid of the Force Bill.
