He began his'speech by
stating his position as a candidate, saying
that by no word or act had he seught the
nomination; that the Democracy of the
Oistriet bad honored him ag«in and again,
an. that he had thought it time to with-

deputy U. S. Marshals as be plosses to
intimidate and overawe voters,and to arvest
sod drag before a distant United States
Court anyone against whom they please to
prefer a charge. Bat the greatest danger
in this measure is in the clause which pro-
vides that after each election these Federal
officers shall certify the retara of the mem-
pers elected to the House of Representatives.
