vigor and ambilion of her youth to languish
for want of means and opportunity to
develop. Business is dead without a
liberal circulating currency. The little
that does find its way here through these
promiscuous little checks, is soon assembled
in the hands of our cross-road merchants,
returned to the cities to their benefit, while
we must live on in the same old regime.
