Man And House Burned.
Friday night last, a vacant storehouse

on the Crycr farm in Britton’s Neck, Leon-
ard town district, was burned and a dredg- j
er named Charles Sturgis, of Accomac j
county, Virginia, was partially cremated. I
For sometime the building has not been |
used as a store and Messrs George Matting- '
ly and Henry Abell had placed in it

several tons of hay. Sturgis and three
companions bad been at Hardin's store,

* and on returning to their vessel, the unfor-
tunate man, being unable or unwillingto
attempt to walk to the boat on the ice, was
taken into the old store, placed at the
elbow of the counter, covered with hay
and left to steep. It is surmised that dur-
ing the night he struck a match and ignit
ed the hay. Next morning the store was
in ashes and the remains of Sturgis were
found lying in the cellar directly under
the place where he had boon pul the night
before. Mr. W. T. Crycr informs us that
both legs had been burned off, one arm
was entirely consumed, the other forearm
off, the skull had one hole in it and was
cracked in several places, and the trunk
was charred and roasted. The remains
were hurried mar Newtown graveyard.
There being suspicion of foul play the body
was exhumed Tuesday and examined by
Dr. L. B. Johnson. Sturgis was a hand
on the Georgie Milkr, Captain Martin
Chesser.

On their night walk to
the railroad station the two men suffered
severely from cold and when,about 1 a.m.,
they had gotten as far up the county as Mr.
Zick Johnson’s, one was nearly frozin.
The men aroused Mr. Johns in and telling
him their sufferings were hospitably enter-
tained, their host, of course, having no idea
he was housing a fugitive from justice.
After warming up, they resumed thier
journey and it is suppose! reached the
station about the time the officers were
searching for them among the Ice bound
dredger fleet near Crycr’s wharf.

liams, president of the Weems Company,
says he was at a loss to know how the tire

started. The Potomac arrived in Balti-
more February fi and had not had steam
on her since.

Fire Marshal Jackson was present and
examined the vessel. The tire drew a

large crowd of persons to the wharf. Po-
lice Captain Claiborne and Sergeant McGee-
kept the streets clear with a squad of patrol-
men.

Dredgers Cruelly Beaten.
Tuesday, February 19,1905. a warrant

was issued for Captain Jeff Mears, of the
G n. Hancock f r assault and battery upon
Edward Merrill, colored, a hand on board
his boat, shipped from Pocomoke City.

The officers went to serve the writ but
were resisted and Mears is stiil at large.
Merrill, whose face is badly swollen and
whose bo<ly shows evidence of the rough

treatment ho received, is in the county jail.
He says that sometime ago the captain
struck him with the tiller and otherwise
ill-used him and he determined if possible,
to escape Monday last he got off the
boat and hid in the loftof Mr. Sam. Spald-
ing’s barn. He was discovered and the
captain picked him up and threw him

; down from the loft, and then beat him with

1 bis fists and kicked him until he was un-
| able to stand. He was not however, al-

lowed to lie down, forother captains picked
him up and held him to lie knocked down.

While being taken aboard the vessel he
was time and again thrown down on the
icc and cuffed and kicked. Reaching the
boat, Merrill was stripped naked, triced np
by his arms and beaten with a tarred rope

| until, as be expressed it, he “lost his rec-
, koning.” Richard Whitfield, of New
Berne, N. C., and Thomas Quarles, of
Fredericksburg, Va., both colored, fellow

| boatmen of Merrill, corroborate this story,
i as also does Janies Allison, a native of
1 Scotland and a resident of Baltimore.
1 County witnesses also saw some of the ill-

usage to which Merrill was subjected. Al-
: lison, who is an intelligent man. gives a

i very straight-forward statement of his
, treatment by Capt. James Drummond, of

the Gen. Grant. He savs when captain
Drummond assaulted him.be hcll his own
very well against bim but when other cap
tains joined in the assault lie was knocked
down and beaten.

On the boats frozen in near Newtown,
there are about 1 40 men and they arc,
according to accounts, short of provisions
and fire wood. The last article, however,
they have snplied by tearing up Cryer’s
wharf and burning the timliers. This large
aggregation of dredgers—many lawless
men—is, ofcourse, a source ot great un-
easiness to the residents of the Neck and
they are living in constant dread. The
Jesuit Fathers are large land owners in the
neighborhood and their representative here
—Rev. Chas. K. Jenkins—has called upon
the State’s Attornay and urged him to do

Messrs. Editors :—The credit of the Uni-

ted States is certainly in a perilous condi-
tion. and it appears to me that Congress
will be derelict in duty if it does not take
efficient stops to relieve itfrom its strait-
ened condition. I am a very decided bi-
metallist (for the free and unlimited coin-
age ot both gold and silver) and 1 shall

j continue so until both shall become drugs,
which I believe will never be. In a long
life 1 have never known money less abun-
dant, aud in my historical reading never
was informed that it ever has been so. If
I were in Congress I should certainly by
my vote take what I consider the best
means ot relief, which I believe to be the
resolution for the $65,000,006 gold bond
bill at 3 per cent, interest. There is noth-
ing in the Constitution against it and it is
certain ly sound policy under the circum-

• stances to pass the resolution and save the
$500.0C0 annual interest which the country

must otherwise lose. Although, as I have
said, that 1 am for the free coinage of sil-
ver, I see no objection that a Congress
should borrow money on the best and
most favorable terms it can, and, if abso-
lutely necessary to borrow it by isauing

i either gold or silver bonds and, of course,
be bound to) pay according to the face of
the bonds. That is her only legal tender

jobligation —she is not bound by any other

i legal tender law as the citizen is who, if he
agrees in writing to pay in gold can yet
pay in silver or greenbacks. The silver
men in Congress think that issuing the
above mentioned bonds, (interest payable
in gold) amounts to the ffiffecßalton of sil-
ver by the government. 1 can’t think that
Congress is at all committed against silver
coinage in the future by voting for this
resolution. However, to satisfy the fear-
.ful advocates of silver coinage let the reso-
lution have this amendment:

That the interest aud principal of these
bonds shall be paid in silver or gold at the
option of the holders thereof, upon giving
ten days notice before demanding payment
as to which coin (silver or gold) they shall
wish payment to be made with

This will, I think,do away with any im-
plication against silver. Silver coin, with-
in the 30 years in which the bonds are to
run, may be considered by capitalists (what
our laws consider it) on a parity with gold.

1 perceive from the papers that the Ben-
i ate has rejected three post office nomina-
, lions made by the President. lam not ac-

quainted with all the nominees, but knew
Mr. Claude* as a young man slightly and
his excellent father whom I had a great
respect for. My friendly regard for his
