A thinker, self reliant, self support-
ing, seif respecting, and at Atlanta her
building, designed by women, decorated
by women, presided over by women, will
be a revelation to her Northern sisters.

The Atlanta exhibition will have a build-
ing in which the progress of the Negro
from slavery to freedom and education is
to be displayed. This building is from
desigus by Negro Architects and is to be
the work of Negro Artisans. While the
exhibit is to be under the control of negroes
and consist of samples and examples of
industry in any and all branches; mechan-

n the enter-
prise. Such men as ex-Senator Bruce,
John Lynch, of Mississippi, Prof. Langs-
ton, Dr. Williams, of the Freedmen’s
Hospital, and many others are working to
make the event = grand success.

Washington is the centre of all that is
most advanced in the negro race, and here
a really refined, cultured society exist of
which the wife of ex-Senator Bruce and
Mrs, Tessill, one of the two women on the
board of school trustees are the leaders.
The husband of Mrs. Tessill, a prominent
negr> lawyer, is the authority for saying
that there are over two thousand colored
people employed in the Departments here.
There are quite a number of lawyers, doc-
tors, and dentists, two banks officered by
negroes, two steamboats owned by them and
many small shops keepers,s number of
caterers and many carriers.

There is no danger of the country being
declared bankrupt for there is nearly two
bhundred millions of available money in
the Treasury.

Secretary Carlislc'® Memphis speech in
favor of sgound money has won applause
from all sides and his argument against
free coinage is lucid powerful and states-
maniike and there is no doubt but that it
will have great weight in forming public
opinion.

Representative Cogswell of the sixth
Massachusetts district died here this week
and his remains were taken to his home,
Salem, ior burial.
