Urr'ed Sts’ts above ten years of age are
reviewed in detail in a census bulletin
issued today. The total woikiog popula-
ti n in 1890 was 52,735,661. or almost 48
per cent, of the who’e numltcr of persons
ten ycais old or over. Uf these 18,820,950
wrr- mal s and 3.914,711 females.

The numerical increase in persons en-
gaged in “gainful occupation*.” -since 1880
is shown to be 5.343.5*52, the increase in
mi’-3 at work being 4,076,008 an<l females
1,267, 554. The greatest inc ease has been
in the number of persons engaged in trade
and transportation, which was almost 78
percent, the increase for females being
especially large, or over 263 per cent.
This increase is due principally to the large
nurolier of females now employed as book-
keepers, clerks, < niigrapU 's, typewriters
aril saleswomen
