To the Public.

Messrs. Editors :—By virtue of the im-
portant trust confided to me by the Com-
missioners of St. Mary’s county, I deem it
my duty at this time to speak a word of
warning to itscitizens. Only a few months
880 a gjster county was spared a most hor-
rible scourge, a great loss of life of its citi-
zens, and a total suspension of commercial
and social intercourse with the outside
world by the strictest precaution and with
the most lavish expenditure of funds.

The danger from small-pox was not more
imminent to the people of Charles county
before the epidemic than it is to us every
day. The great amount of travel among
our people to and from the cities and por-
tions of the county where the disease may
be lurking, makes us in constant hazard of
having the diseaze brought among us. The
danger is not when the people are aroused,
but when they are sleeping. The disease
is not heralded in our midst, but comes like
a thief in the night. What then must we
do to avoid the danger and save our coun-
ty and State a great expense ?

The authorities everywhere agree that
Jenner, the discover and introducer of vac-
cination, has given to us efficient means of
warding off this malady. That in a com-
munity where every one is vaccinated,
there is no possible danger of the preva-
lence of small-pox. With these explana-
tory remarks I quote for the benefit of par-
ents, guardians and teachers two scctions
from the Public General Laws of Mary-
land and urge upon them their duty and
the importance of the observance of that
law:

SEC. 30.—Parents and Guardians.—It shall be
the duty of every parent and guardian to have
his or her child vaccinated within twelve
months after its birth, if it shall be in proper
condition, or as soon thereafter as practicable;
and if such parent or guardian shall know any
other person under his or her coutrol or care,
not duly vaccinated, he or she shall cause such
P to be vaccinated prior to the first day
of November of each year. Any person fail-
ing to comply with the provisions of this sec-
tion shall, on conviction thereof, forfeit and

Ppay a sum not less than five nor more than ten
dollars for each offence.
