M. 8. C. THOMPSON's STORE.

Early Thursday morning, October 3,
1805, Mr. 8. C. Thompson’s store at Holly-
wood, in the 6th district, was destroyed by
fire. Abont 4 o'clock, in the morning, Mr.
James Wiikinsop, while on his way to go
oystering, discovered the fire but it was
then too late to save anything and the
béilding sad goods are a total loss. The
store had been thoroughly swept and
cleaned on Wednesday and no fire had
been kincled so the blaze is a mystery.

Raley held
his sittings at Thompson’s and the dupli-
cate registries of the 6th district were
burned with the store. Hollywood post-
office was also kept there but, fortunately,
there were few stamps, little mail matter
and no registered packages on hand at the
time of the accident. The store and con-
tents, we are told were insured in the Mont
gomery for $3,000. The safe was ia a cor
per of the store and passed through the
flames with but little apparent damage.
The pump near the store was burned but
the near by buildings were not injured
Mr. Thompson was in Baltimore at the
time of the fire making his purchases of
Fall Goods.

Chesley-Valliant.

Last Tuesday morniog at 730 o'clock
there was solomized at Christ P. E. Church,
in this town, one of the most t eautiful and
impressive marriages ever witnessed here.
The contracting parties were the Rev. J
William Chesley, reetor of the Protestant
Episcopal Church st Mechanicsville, St_
Mary's county, and Miss Sarah F. Valliant,
of this town.

Early Tuesday morning a large assem-
blage ushered by Ernest T. Valliant, neph-
ew of the bride, and P. W. Harrison, one
of the church vestrymen, congregated in
the auditorium of Ghrist Church, everyone
bearing on his or her countenance a look
of deep expectancy.

The Rev. C. E. Buck, of Washington,
the groom’s son-in-law, read the first part |
of the solemn service, and was assisted by |
the Rev. Ernest McGill, a former rector of
this parish, and the Rev. George W. Hin-
kle, rector of the parish, performed the
marriage ceremony.

Messrs. Editors :—1 potice in the issue of
the BEACON of Sept. 20th, a letter from Mr.
Geo. Thomas, of Mattapany, relative to his
position with party politics, which isabout
a fair specimea of letters and verbal state-
ments coming from all over our State and
nation, from good men who have defended
their respective parties, both Democratic
and Republican.
