This is the time when old clothes
are made new, and new ones made
in the latest style, so it may be of
interest to some of my readers to
know how two old dresses can be
made into one.

A black dress can be renovated
by being ripped, all the heavy inter-
lining cot out, horse hair, wiggin
and weighty matter removed, leav-
ing only a narrow facing of canvass
or lino about four inches deep at
the bottom of the skirt, binding
with velvet. Ifthe skirt is plain a
new waist of figured goods can be
used, or the old waist cut round in
front and pointed in the back can
be fitted with a yoke and sleeves of
brown, blue or red. The skirts can
be made wider by patting in a front
width of the yoke material, but it
most not be over five inches at top
and ten or twelve at the bottom,

and when this front is used a vest
of the same should be used on the
waist. Hats are of every shape and
size, from the Marie Antoinette,
with its pile of ostrich feathers to
the popular Tam-o-Shanter, much
effected by young girls, and which
anyone can make out of dress goods,
cloth or plaid or silk.

To make one—put a dinner plate
on the cloth and cut two pieces,
take one of these and cut out a
piece the size of a tea plate, line the.
two pieces with wadding or canton
flannel, sew together the edges, torn,
fitting a band to the centre hole,
stiffen the band and at the left front
side of the cap, pot a rosette of the
material or ribbon, into which stick
two or three quills. In the shops
here the tail feathers of turkeys are
used. The end is cot clean and
square and the quill shortened to
six or eight inches. Wings of all
sizes are used. Crow’s wings, pig-
eons’ wings. On sailor hats they
are set out at right angles in front
of the bat or stuck up on the sides.
The bonnets aro much larger and
loaded down with trimming.

Tne favorite skirt is the bell—-
modified—a gored width, 10 inches
at top and 24 at the bottom, with
two side gores twenty inches at top
and one and a half yards at the
bottom, a seam down the back.

Another skirt five yards wide is
made by having a gored width in
front, two wide side gores, two
narrow side gores and a gored width
like that of the front at the back.
The two wide side gores measure
eight inches at top and thirty six
at bottom and arc joined to the
front width. Cloaks arc made of
bonclc cloth or rough shaggy cloth,
and are very cheap. Capes are not
so fashionable.
