That it
should have so completely changed
its colors (or shall 1 say “color?”)
is a matter of sorrow and regret, 1
and truly it was a sad falling off
from the paths trod by our fathers.
That Maryland, which has stood so

long in the front ranks of Dctnoc-
% racy until the names of State and

party have become almost synono-
mous terms, should have again put
in power that party which terror-
ized the people with sword and
musket in the years succeeding the
war is a sign of recklessness which
should not bo confounded with
courage. The “Reformers,” to
whom this great calamity is owing,
are willing to put their defection on
the shoulders of Reform—no Boss-
ism—Purity at Elections, &c., &c.,
but they are now, even now in the
face of their victory, repenting and
questioning inwardly if theircourse
was a right one. That it was ow-
ing to these Independent Demo-
crats, Reformers, Mugwumps, Dem-
ocratic traitors, or whatever you
may wish to call them, is an undis-
puted fact, and the Republicans
recognize it as such.

The Maryland movement toward
so-called Reform reminds one very
much of the action of a spoiled in-
fant when medicine is being admin-
istered to a child near by. It puts
out his hands and cries for a dose
too, though the coveted syrup will
throw it into convulsions.

New York needed a strong pur-
gation to rid it of its accumulated
wickedness and so too did Penn-
sylvania a year or two ago, but it
does not stand to reason that be-
cause these two States needed a
change of rule that Maryland did
too.

Power ok Lightning —Dr. C Qrotte
witz, in the Bonner Zeitung, to express the
force of a stroke of lightning in horse power
records the following instance.

During a recent storm which passed over
tClauitbal, in the Harz mountains, Gcr
many, a bolt struck a wooden column in a
dwelling, and in the top of this column
were two wire nails five thirty seconds of
an Inch in diameter. The electric fluid
melted the two nails instantly. To melt
iron in this short time would be impossible
in the largest furnace now in existence
and it could only be accomplished with
the aid of electricity, but a current of 200
amperes and a potential of 20,000 volts
would be necessary This electric force
for one second represents 5,000 horse power,
but as the lightning accomplishes the melt
Ing in considerably 'ess lime, say one-
tenth of a second, it follows that the bolt 1
was of 50,000 horse power.
