A SOUTHERN TRIP.

Sunday, November 17, 1895, we

left Leonardlown per Steamer St.

Mary’s for Washington. At 4:39

p. m., Monday our party —the

Maryland Democratic Editorial As-

sociation—were on train No. 31 of

the Southern Railway and en route

for Atlanta and the Cotton States

and Industrial Exposition. At Char-1
lottsville there was a twenty minutes i
stop for supper but the time, 7:40 j
p ,n-> was not favorably to sight-

seeing. Shortly after leaving the

Virginia University town the berths

of our Pullman were made up and

all retired. At 8:52 a. m. we were

at Mt. Airy, Ga.—569 miles from

Washington—and with good appe-

tites attended for twenty minutes

to the fine breakfast there served.
Eor the miles from Mt. Airy

to Atlanta we had an opportunity
of spying out the country. Mon

day is wash day in Georgia and the

work had evidently been attended

to, lor at every house we passed
clothes were on the lines drying.

“Plow in a circle throwing the fur-
rows always down hill and using if
necessary a shovel or scoop to level
the land. At regular distances
leave a strip of land npplowed.
"hen properly woiked the hill-
sides. will present the appearance
of a flight of steps.”

At 11:20, Eastern time—lo:2o,
central time—our train pulled into
the Tnion Depot at Atlanta. Soon
we were at the Hotel Oriental and
had been assigned to neat and com-
fortable rooms fur which the mod-
erate charge of *1 per day was made

*1.50 for two in a room. And it
may not bo amiss here to state that
good meals wore furnished for 50
cents each.

I’neses were issued us and soon
we were on the electric cars on the
wav to the Exposition. The first
tiung to attract our attention was
the Agricultural Building. It is
1(50 feot wide by 305 feet in length,
04 feet high in the main building
and is constructed of wood, iron
and glass. In it are exhibited the
agricultural products of the South
and it is a sight to make glad a
fanner’s heart. Cotton and corn,
nco, fruits of all kinds, and all
seeinifig’r as near perfection as is
possible to pet were piled up in
splendid profusion. The magni-
tude of the show may bo judged by
naming in part Louisiana’s exhibit,
wnoreare shown 150 varieties of
Insn potatoes, 57 varieties of sweet
potatoes. 75 varieties of sugar cane
00 varieties of cotton and U varie-ty of corn. Arkansas showed the
Unest apples and Florida, of oourethe finest tropica! fruits. A farmercould pleasantly spend a dav in thisbuilding and leave it with much of

interest yet unseen. The magni-
tude of the exhibit evidences the
agricultural greatness of the Sooth
—land lately war-swept but nowdotted witn flourishing farms andfactories, pretty villages and grow-
,n* oitioß - A"d. *U the people
seem to be doing well. The farm-
ers look prosperous and com/orta-

ble, the frait growers look pleased

and successful, the town residents

seem to be thriving and happy and

every few miles of country a tall,

smoking chimney marks a busy

factory and attests the magic of

cash. Glimpses from the car win-

dows indicate all this, and the sight

of the exhibits and talks with .the
people confirm the impression.

The Minerals and Forestry Build-

ing is possibly the most unique on

the grounds. It is constructed of

Southern woods, presents a rustic

appearance and we were told that

wahoo and black wood bark had

been used to strip the outside of

the building. The exhibits in it

comprise sections of trees, polished

woods, pines and all the implements

used in bleeding them for turpen-

tine, and also an extensive collec-

tion of minerals. In this building

a cube of coal about 14 feet square

represents the output of that ma-

terial in the South in a minute.

The buggies, wagons,
harness and such things, manufac-
tured by Southern njcgio artisans,
were as good as any one would-wish
to see. Ovens for baking were also
shown and proved that they were
made for use. Negro artists also

.exhibited and one largo picture ofArkansas bottom lands was espec-
ially good and attracted much at-
tention. The exhibit of the trained
negro uurses was fine and the ma-
tron in charge there, as every where!se, insisted on showing ns every-
thing of interest. About 50 books

negro authors were shown andthe negro newspapers were well in
evidence. We were asked if we
knew that the negroes published
and supported a daily newspaper
and the woman in charge insisted
on giving us a copy of it. 'lt js 1
published at Atlanta, is named the
n<uh, Opinion and John W. Thomp-
son is its manager. It is a well
printed and creditably conducted
paper. While in this building w
noticed one of the men carving
cows* horns with no other imple-
ment than u barlow knife, and,
stopping i„front of him, he handed j
us one for inspection. The workon it was beautifully done and
would put to shame the efforts of
many ambitious engravers. As wewere leaving the building we saw
