Good Lord
deliver us from a gold standard here, if
we’re got to cut down lal>or to 37$ cents s
day ! And I will challenge any man or
set of mea to prove that Italian marble
cutters in Italy get over 7 cents a day in
United States money and value; silver mi-
ners in Germany over 37i cents a day and
coal miners and ordinary laborers in Eng
l*nd over 45 cents a day. Yet these great
Mg bankers and monopolists, created by
the Republican party, say we must have
a single gold standard until the other na-
tions of the world say wc can change It
Traitors, down them at the polls. They
don't know what patriotism is. They are
worse, infinitely worse, than Esau who
sold his birthright for a plate of pea soup,
or Judas, who betrayed Christ for 30 pieces
of silver, for they have bad generations of
history and examples to guide them in the
right way.
