SILVER vs. GOLD.

We have heard and read so much about
the intrinsic value of gold, in the recent
past, that we are somewhat disposed to in-
quire into the nature of this intrinsic value.
The Baitimore Sun and American is speak-
ing of the intrinsic value of wheat or pota-
toes go into the essentials and tell what it
is. Wheat, for instance, contains £0 much
of the life sustaining substances, therefore
it has an intrinsic value, and that value
by the consent of the contracting parties is
measured by so many dollars or cents.
But of the nature of the intrinsic value of
gold they are silent, and necessarily so,
for gold has no intrinsic value that the pro-
ducers of wealth need concern themselves
sbout. Because of its inherent qualities
copper is worth more intrinsically than
either gold or silver. In the useful arts it
belps to mitigate the wants of man; silver
or gold only pleases his fancy. The plow
has an intrinsic value, because with the
Same amount of labor the farmer can pro-
duce more of the necessaries of life. And
o with anything that can be applied inthe
useful arts that meets man’s needs or adds
to his comfort; but of gold, the great ma-
Jority of the w ealth-producing class would
be as well off were it not known. Then
what is money ? Money issimply a medium
of exchange. Every dollar represents so
much service or benefit bestowed on one's
fellow-man, and is a guarantee that a sim-
ilar service or benefit can be secured in re-
turn. It is a more convenicnt mode of ex-
change than barter. We find in a recent
issue of the American an editorial eetting
fozth that because of the intrinsic value of
gold and the stabili'y of that value, nations
have adopted it as their money metal.
Noghing can be more prepostérous than
this, though all of the gold standard press
reason from the same standpoint. Theex-
act reverse is true. Gold has a fixed value,
because it has received the fiats of the na
tions. Let the nations say it shall o long
er be money, its intrinsic value would be
very small and its mercantile value would
vary as much as any other useless fancy
erticle. Let the nations place their fiat
vpon silver and what would it become ?
Simply money of whatever value they

might determine, because it is not an abso-
lute necessity in the arts and canpot be
produced in sufficient quastities to destroy
its efficiency as & metal. With the limited
coinage of silver, the surplus bullion will
find its way into the commercial market
for what it will fetch. Hence the dispari-
ty between coin, silver and ballion now.
With the firee and unlimited coinage of sil-
ver, no one, having bullion, would part
with it for Jess than he couid obtain at the
mint; therefore silver bullion would im-

gold, so with any cther metal, having the
fiats of nations, that cannot be produced
in sufficicnt quantities or is not of sufficient
intrinsic value to destroy its efficacy as s
While it is difficult
to see how either metal under free and un-
limited coinage can fall below its money
value, yet it is easy to perceive how either
one may rise a small per cent above; but
with the modern device of using gold and
silver certificates instead of the coins, we
are unable to discern why they cannot be
kept at a perfect parity, because in buying
or selling bullion, one can go to the mint
and obtain or part with it at its money
value. Now, ifI am correctly informed,
our expoits largely exceed our imports,
what have we to fear in altempting the
free coinage of silver alone? Theman
sellisg one carg> cares not what sort of
money he receives if he has two cargoes to
buy and can pyhctllm-u-onyj
Therefore, it can make no difference to the
European what the color of our money msy
be.

Last fall the Baltimore Sun arraigned
the leader of our party, and justly too, 1
think, because any protective tariff demo
crat is a monstrosity at best, and a protec-
| tive tariff leader should never be tolerated.
| It rightly contended that the little coterie
of six could not be the true representatives
of the party against the other opposing Sen-
ator. But because of the free coinage of sil-
verergo presto, we have a boule versement of
the case; the little coterle at Indianapolis
is the exponent of the party and its princi-
ples against the overwhelming msjority at |
Chicago. This sounds silly for the Sun-
paper, because it is unquestionatly the
ablest paper in the State and the peer of
anv in the United States. But, neverthe-
less, there is a defect some where. For
further proof, look at its 53 cent dollar.
We should like to see it manipulate a le-
gal-tender final redemption 53-cent dollar,
with the foreign trade in our favor, and
after it had completed its task to know
what he would take for it. Because the
party is going to remonetize silver, for-
sooth, we must return to McKinleyism. The
farmers of this country pretty generally
know that the markets for their surplus
products have been irretrievably destroyed

| Europe in self defense has encouraged
[ and fostered the production of grain in
other countries, Now that those countries
are raising grain, they are not likely to
give it up, matter not what our tariff rates
may be, and Europe will never pay us
more for our surplus than she pays them—
The position of the Sunpaper this time re-
minds me of a circumstance that occurred
within my experience a few years sgo; I
wasat a county fair: They were five
horses entered for the race; the onel betted
on came out hindmoest. I said to my
friend, who had staked on the winner,
“what are the points about that horse that
induced you to bet oa him ?” “Well” he

are fine racers, trotters or pacers, and you
you will find some defect in each and every
one of them ; and running my eye over this
group I saw this knot on this one's belly—
it was as big as my head—and it being a
damp day, I knew they were all scrubs;
putting my hand on this lump I soon as-
certained that it did not interfere with his
running gear, so I concluded it was a blind
to hide his good qualities.” The Sunpaper
last fall was the noble leader of the im-
mortal fifteen thousand and we should
bave rejoiced to see it in the van this time;
but it must not take too much consolation
from the above anecdote.

T'he goldbugs tell us that gold money
is not merely a medium ot exchaoge, but
also an equivalent of value. Now what is
there in gold to give it a value? Certain-
ly there is very liitle inherent within itself
to make it of any value. True, it is used
in dentistry and 1n some form asa drug,
but what does that amount to with nine-
tenths of the tuilers who can ill afford to
pay a dentist? Surely then we can be
very positive in asserting that its value ie
mainly derived from the fiats of the nations.
As a fancy article or for any other pur-
pose, with its money qualities wanting, we
admit that its mercantile price would gen-
erally cover the cost of production ; but
that, that price would be invariable is ab-
surd. If the gold in a dollar is intrinsical-
ly worth a dollar, what is the use of coin-
ing it at all, provided it isin slugs of the
right weight? We have a right to give
cora for potatoes, why not lumps of gold
for either? Let the gold bugu try the ex-
periment ; also let them expiain the intrin-
sic value of gold, and when they have suc-
ceeded they will find that the gold ina
dollar hasn’t as much intrinsic value as
the copper in an old fashion cent. The
nations can take a piece of gold not worth
a cent and fashion it into a coin worth a
hundred cents ; yet according to the gold-
bug the United States can’t make a dollar
out of fifty three cents worth of silver.
The pation can cheat the people in every
gold dollar out of 99 cents and still be bon-
est; bat if the United States makes a dol-
out of 16 times as much, they are so very
dishonest as to deserve the execration of
all right minded men! The goldbugs are
80 afraid the foreigner will come here with
bis silver and carry off our gold, yet they
are very certain our gold will be locked
up! They are certain our silver will be
worth only 53 cents, yet they are very cer-
tain that the foreigner will come here, con-
vert his silver into 53 cent dollars, and for
each one carry off a 100 cent gold dollar.

We have heard so much about foreigners
dumping their silver here, that we are cur-
ious 10 learn the process.
