Dr. R B. Sutton Dead.
From the Rome (N. Y.) Daily Sentinel.

Dr. R. E. Satton died at his home in
the EastPark at 9.45 p.m, Wednesday
in his 37th year.

Dr. Button was a veteran of the late
war, and while in the army contracted a
malarial disorder that never left him.
He suffered a great deal with neuralgia
and rheumatism and his illness was first

. due to his old trouble. He was in poor
health all last spring and in the summer
had a severe attack of rheumatism. His
constitution began to break down under
the strain ard in the latter part of the
summer he was confined to the house for
a time. He afterward got out s few
times but in September was obliged to
give up and for the last six weeks had
been confined to the house. Gastroen-
teritis set in and for a number of days
before his death he was'in a very pre-
carious condition. About a week ago he
suffered a slight paralytic stroke and on
Tuesday a shock of apoplexy, which was
the direct cause of his death. His son,
Dr. H. C. Sutton and Drs. Edwin Evans
and T. M. Flandrau wére with him when
he passed away.

Richard Eskridge Button came of an
old Maryland family. His father, Dr.
James D. Sutton, was a prominent
physician who practiced for many years
in ‘Great Mills, 8t. Mary's county, Md.

ability and was carefully educated.

He was graduated from Charlotte Hall
Academy, Md., in 1847, when less than
16 years of age. He had 4 nstural taste
for the profession of his father, and first
studied medicine with him. He then
entered the University of Maryland,
where he received his diploma on the
10th day of March, 1851, before he was
20 years old. For the next five years he
practiced in Great Mills, removing in
1856 to Russia, Herkimer county, N.Y.
He remained there three years. In 1860
bg removed to 8t. Johinsville. In 1862 he
volunteered his services and went to the

front as the surgeon of the 115th New | ovee.

York Regiment.

Dr. Sutton’s services was cut short,
however, for he was taken piisoner by
the confederates at Harper's Ferry. He
was taken sick with typhoid malarial

Jever, and was finally paroleu and came
home, resigning from the army shortly
afterward. In 1863 he again entered the
service, responding to a call for volun-
teer surgeons, who were greatly needed
following the heavy losses sustained by
the Union armies.

Dr. Button remained in the army un-
til the close of the war gaining a high
reputation as a surgeon. He returned
to St. Johnsville, where he remained
& year and in 1866 settled in
Rome and bevame known as one of the
best physicians in Oneida county, prac-
ticing here for 32 years. He was not
only a well-read physician but he was a
ekillful surgeon and a man of much cool-
ness and judgment. His ability was
generally recognized among the profes-

sion, and he was much sought as counsel |

in difficult cases. In 1880 he took into
partnership his son, Harry O., and the
firm has since been R. E. Sutton & H. C.
Sutton.

Dr. Sutton was one of the oldest mem-
bers of the Oneida County Medical So-
ciety. He was also one of the “earliest
members of the New York State Medi-
cal Association, which was formed in
July, 1885. Before coming north he was
a member of the Medical Association of
Baltimore, and in was aade a mem-
ber of the American Medical Associa-
tion. Dr. Sutton had been connected
with the Rome City Hospital ever since
its organmizaticn, and was a member of
its medical staff.

In politics Dr. Sutton was a Demoerat
and he always took » warm interest in
public matters. He was elected to his
first office in 1869, when be becamea
school trustee for s period of two years
being one of the first trustees under the
uniop free school system, W
sdupted in Rowe tho sawe your.
