To the Homorable the Beard of School
Commissioners— GEXTLEMEN:—For a bet- |
ter understanding of the Financial State-
ment, herewith submitted, I beg to call
your attention to the following:

There was a falling off from the State
School Tax (June apportionment) and
the Free School Fund, a2 compared with
receipts from tnese sources of last year,
of $1,589 23 for white schools, and. from
the appropriaticn for eolored schools of
$1,067 0, due, according to the Comp-
troller, to the tardy completion of the
new assessment. This shortage in the
White School Fund was made zood in
the October apportionment. The short-
age in the Colored Fund has not as yet
been made good, though, from the Comp-
troller's letter, it is expected in the next
apportionment. ;

The amount from Collectors, viz: §14,-
131.73, is not for one year’s county school
levy, but is mode up in part of. collect-
ions on back years. The levy for 1896 for
support of Public Schools was but $2.-
725 73,

The balance on hand $2 636 51 is ered-
ited as follows: $1.60754 to the White
Fund, and $1.048 97 to the Colored Fund.

The late Board executed three notes,
one of which, as shown under Disburse-
ments, has been paid, leaving unpaid two
of these notes amounting to §1.807.83,
dated May 20, 1896, aggregating $2.007 .-
83, which is an indebtedness against the
White Fund. Nearly all of the interest
due on these notes has been paid. As
an offset to this indebtedness there is
due from Collectors on levies of 1805
and 1806 $£1.466.42, a total of $1,731 85
and a judgment on levy 1891 for $265 43.
a total of 1,731 85 with interest, which,

when paid, will fully discharge the above
obligations.

With reference to our financial status
at the present, I beg to state thut the
two notes referred to above is the only
indebtedness of the Board. The balance |
to the credit of the White Fund, the Qc-
tober apportionment and collectionshave
enabled us to pay the Bank loan, $2,940,
which we were compelled to negotiate,
in consequence of reduced receipts, to

gv the salaries of teachers of White
hools for the summer term, and still
leaves a sufficiency to meet our obliga-
tions for the Fall Term ended Nov. 13th
instant.
