‘An Historie Oceasion Recalled by a Recent
Incident.

The old sloop-of-war Portsmouth,
which is moored at Fourth street, Hobo-
ken, and is the headquarters of the Bat-
talion of the East of the New Jersey Na-
val Reserve, says the New York Tribune,
has just reeceived what its officers con-
sider a valuable historical coniribution.
The gift comes from Casper Schenck,
who was pay director of the Tnited
States Navy during the war and was at-
tached to the Portsmouth. It is an au-
tograph of a song written by Mr Schenck
on board the Portsmouth the night be-
fore the law which prokibited the keep-
ing of “grog” on board of United States
warships went into effect.

The law went into force on Septembe
4, 1862. It cut off the issuance of “grog”
to seamen of the Navy and abolished :
“hard” liquors in the wardrooms of all
the Government vessels. In consequence
there was sorrow fore and aft on every
ship in the Navy, and the Portsmouth
was no exception. The wardroom of
the old ship was steeped in gloom, and
Mr. Schenck was asked to memoralize |
the occasion in verse He did so, and
the whole wardroom joined in singing '
the words he wiote on the spur of the
moment. This is the song:

VAREWELL TO GROG.
Come, messmates, pass the bottle round,

Qur time is short, remember;
For our grog must stop, and our spirits

drop
On the first day of September.

Farewell, old rye, 'tis a sad, saa word;
But, alas ! it must be spoken.

The ruby cup must be given up
And the demijohn be broken.

Yet memory oft will backward turn
And dwell with fondnes< partial

On the day when gin was not a sie,
Nor cocktai's brought court-martial.
