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SUNKARY OF THE NESSAGE.

The message opens with an expression
of satisfaction “at the growing spirit of
fraternal regird and unification in all
sections of our country, and the lifting
of great public questions above party
prejudice.”

The subject of greatest importance is
the revision of the carrency, and Presi-
dent McKinley discusses it at length.
He says that Congress ought not to hes-
itate now to enter upon a reform of the
carrency which will make our demand
obligations less onerous to the gevern-
ment and relieve our financial laws from
ambiguity and doubt. It is manifest, he
says, that we must devisc some plan to
protect the goverament against bond is-
sues for repeated redemptions. If this
evil is not corrected by legislation, the
President suggests that the Secretary of
the Treasury be authorized by Congress
to sell bonds at long or short periods
hearing a less rate of interest than is
now suthorized by law. The President
also recommends that, as soon as the re-
ceipts of the government are sufficient
to pay all its expenses, all United States
notes, after their redemption in gold,
shall be set spart and only be paid out
again for gold.

SECRETARY GAGE's PLax.

The President invites carefu! consid-
eration by Congress of Secretary Gage's
plan to protect the gold reserve, and
concurs with the Secretary that nation-
al banks be allowed to issue notes to the
face value of their bonds deposited; that
the circulating tax be reduced to one-
half of one per cent.. and that national
banks may be established with a capital
of $25,000. He also recommends that
the issue of national bank notes be re-
stricted to the denomination of $10 and |
upward, and that they be required to re- |
deem their notes in gold.

The President devotes much space in
his message to a consideration of the
Cuban question. He outlines his recent
instructions to Minister Woodford,
which were to impress upon the Span-
ish government the sincere wish of the
United Ssates to aid in terminating the
war by peaceful metk ds, accomplishing
a result which would be just and honor-
able to Spain and to the Cuban people.
It was also made known to the Spanish
government that the United States could
not contemplate an indefinite period for
the accomplishment of this result.
Spain’s response was an announcement
of its change of policy, the recall of
Wayler and the proposition to bestow
autonomy upon the Cubans. He says
that it is honestly due to Spain that it
be given a reasonable time in which to
test its new policy. Present conditions
in Cuba do not justify the recognition of
the belligerent rights of the insurgents,
nor of their independence. The Presi-
dent declares, in conclusion, that “the
near future will demonstrate whether a
righteous peace is likely to be attained ;
if not,” he adds, “the exigency of further
and other action by the United States
will remain to be taken.”

Hawamn.

The President heartily favors the an-
nexation of Hawaii, and says that, while
abrupt assimilation of the immature ele-
ments of its population should be avoid-
ed, just provision should be made for
self-rule in local matters, with the lar-
gest political liberty to the Hawaiians.

While the international monetary
commission failed to secure an agree-
ment for international bimetallism, grat-
ification is expressed at the action of
France, and it is said the negotiation
are still pending. The President ex-
presses the hope that the labors of the
commissioners may bring about an
agreement.

The opinion is expressed that by reci-
procity arrangements under the tariff
act the volume of our commercial ex-
changes may be enlarged. The Presi-
dent earnestly hopes for the improve-
ment of our merchant marine, the infe-
riority of which, he says, is humiliating
to our national pride, International ar-
bitration is indorsed by the President
and declared to represent the best senti-
ment of the civilized world. A liberal
appropriation is urged for a creditable
exhibit at the approaching Paris Expo-
sition.

Tue Navy.

The President urges speedy legisla-
tion to procure armor for the three bat-
tle-ships now building, and says that for
a time any increase in the naval equip-
ment should take the form of increased
facilities for our vessels. He urges that
three or four of the largest docks should
be provided on the Atlantic coast, at
least one on the Pacific coast and a float-
ing dock in the Gulf. He indorses the
proposed increase in the number of offi-
cers and enlisted men and recommends
an appropriation for only one more bat-
tle-ship. He thinks several additional
torpedo boats are required.

Prompt legislation is needed for Alas-
ia and the civil authority should be ex-
tended within the Territory. Referring
to the pending sale of the Kansas Pa-
cific Railroad, the President says that
the Secretary of the Treasury has been
instructed to bid at the sale a sum equal
to the principal of the debt to the gov-
ernment.

CrviL-8ervicE Systrw.

Referring to the civil-service law, the
President says the system has the ap-
proval of the peuple, and it will -be his
endeavor to uphold and extend it. At
the same time the President declares
that he skall not hesitate to exempt cases
which he thinks have been improperly
included in the classified service, or to
include those which, in his

will best promote the good of the ser-

viee. !

The subject of Mrs. Rorer's Thanks-

bread should take their appetites in hand.
The best bread flower is dark in color.
By the modern methods of milling one

doesn’t have the tedious, uncertain pro- |
cess in making the sponge which one's |

poor grandmother did. Make it at once
into the dough, and then bread, allow-
ing only four Iurs from the beginning
to the putting the bread into the oven.
Mrs. Roarer managed to show it all by
having a dough already prepared, and
making another sponge. She made whole
wheat bread, white bread and corn
loaf, mixing wheat with corn to keep it
in shape. Small loaves are best baked

in quick ovens, and large loaves in slow |

ovens; of course, one wants them beau-
tifully browned. The best pans are long
and slender, like the French loaf. ‘If we
could all preside over such beautiful
bread there'd be no danger of giving
those who asked for it a stone. Even
the fine old definiticn of the word lady
—loaf-giver—takes on more meaning
when contemplating such appetizing
loaves.

Whole Wheat Bread.

A pint of milk, a pint of water, a tea-
spoonful of salt, one yeast cake and
about three quarts of whole wheat flour.
Make a sponge, and when light knead in
sufficient whole wheat flour to make a
dough; put at once into pans. When
light again bake in a moderately quick
oven three-quarters of an hour.

* s
White Bread.

Pour one pint boiling water into one
pint of milk. When lukewarm add a
teaspoonful of salt and one yeast cake
dissolved. Add sufficient whole wheat
flour to make a dough; knead until soft
and elastic; cover and stand aside for
three hours. Mould into loaves, cover
and stand aside one hour. Bake in long
loaves in a quick oven 30 minntes.

LR
Corn Loaf.

Stir two-thirds of a cup of cornmeal
into one pint of boiling water. Cook
for about five minutes. Take from the
fire and add one pint of milk that has
been scalded and cooled, = teaspoonful
of salt, one yeast cake dissolved and suf-
ficient white flour to make a batter.
When light knead in enough flour to
make a soft dough; put the loaves at
once into a greased pan, cover and stand
aside for one hour. Bake in a moder-
ately quick oven one hour.

The difference between white bread
flour and pastry flour is: The pastry
flour is simply the first bolting, a starchy
flour which squeezed in the hand will

retain its form, while (with the same
test) the other will fall immediately to
pieces.— Phila. Record.
