Judges to Serve in Jail

Three county judges of St. Clair
county, Mo., elected last Novem-
ber, will soon enter upon daties
which are anique, though not nov-
el, as they have heen performed by
their predecess rs for many years.

"They will go to jail, and will prob-
ably stay there until their soccess-

ars are elected 1wo years hepce.

Their predecossors were dischurg-
«d from jail ten days ago, because
their terme of office had expired,
and the presiding judges have not
yet been imprisoned only becaose
the Federal Court has not been in
session to issue the mandamus for
refussl to obey which they will go
to jail.

A judgment for 8500 000 against
St. Cluir eounty can be paid only
by a levy on the taxpavers. The
debt has hung over the county for
more than twenty five years, and &
candidate for enunty jndge who ex-
pects the least chance of election
must promise during the campaign
that he will go into juil indefinitely
rather than vote for a tax levy to
pay it.

Twelve men slresdy have suffer-
ed imprisonment without weaken-
ing, and there is no sign that any
of the three new judges will yield.
These three men are Thomas Ne-
vitt, 8. E. Peeden snd Jutaes Wal-
ker. ‘

Bonds which St. Clair coanty is
seekiog to repuliate were issuved to
the old Tebo and Neosho Railrosd,
which never was built. The origi-
nal amoant was only $250,000, but
interests and costs have sugoment-
ed the debt to more then $1,500,-
000. The raitroad compsny sold
the bonds to innocent purchasers,
who sued and got judgment. The
county fought the case in every
ecourt, but was beaten at every
point. [hen began the resistance
to the mandates of the Fecersl
Coart for which the judges go to
jsil.

The county would “have ecom-
promised the debt for less than
$100.000 years 1go, bat refosed to
do so. Settlement could be made
now for less than $50,000, but the
peymeunt of even that sum would
impoverish Lthe county, and the
people  will not comseat. The
jodgment represents the original

debt, together with interest for '
