WASHINGTON LETTER.

(From Our Kegular Correspondent.)
Washington, March 13, 1599,

Mr. McKinley hasn’t gone to
Thomasville. Ga., where he will be
the guest of Boss Hanna for several
weeks, solely to get rest and recre-
ation. Not by a jugfall, there is
political scheming, and a lot of it,
in the trip. While they are in
Thomasville the leading admiaia
tration Senators and Representea-
tives will visit them, and in addi
tion to clinching Mr. McKialey’s
renomination next year, the gques
tion of whether the administration
will try to prevent Czar Reed’s re-
election as Speaker of the House,
will be carefully gone over and de-
cided. If it were only a question
of inclination, it might be consid-
ered as already decided. Mr. Me-
Kinley and a number of his closest
friends are sore on Reed because of
Lis attitude towards all of the ad-
ministration measures that came
before the late Congress, and would
gladly antagonize bis re-election as
Speaker, if they thought they
could beat him, but there’s the
reb. They are afraid to fight Reed
vuless they are reasonably certain
of being able to control enough
votes,to down him, becanse if they
do so and fail, they know he would
fight back during the life of the
fifty-sixth Congrees, which will be
88 long as that of the administra-
tion.

Democrats will be glad if the re-
publican party will endorse the
claim of Representative Cani.on, of
Illinois, one of Czar Reed’s most
obedient henchmen, that real Nic
aragea Canal legislation, which has
been commended by National Con-
ventions, regardless of party, was
purposely prevented at the recent
session of Corgress by the R-pub
lican House. The blame for the
fa'lure of that legislation had b en
placed upon Reed, bat when Mr.
Cannon says : “‘Fortunately, the
House of Representatives resisted
the ensctment of the proposed l -g-

One of the members of
this truat sold Russis three thous-
and tons of the same armor for
$240 a ton. It was claimed by a
representative of that company that
$40,000 was lost on that order, for
the purpose of introducing their
armor in Europe. This ciaim was
a direct admission tha* the armor
only cost $255 a ton; vet, the trast
got the price fixed at 8550 a ton in
the bill as first passed by Congresa.
The reduction was made by the
Senate. That is the sort of busi-
vess that makes rich trusts and dis-
gusts those who believe in old fash-
1oned honest dealing with the gov-
“rnment as well as with indivduals,
If the trust can make armor for
$255 a ton, which its agents say it
can, it can certainly afford tosell it
to the government for $300 a ton,
but, of course, that is no reason
that it will. It will probably pre-
fer making the next Congress raise
