ALL THE OX UTILIZED

Every Particle Put to Use—Ounly Its Dyins
Breath Lost.

In an article on the ** Wonders of the
World's Waste, ' William George Jor
dan. o The Ladies' Home Journal, de
tails how scicuce at the present dav
utilizes the ox ‘*Not many years ago ’
he says, *when an ox was slanghteree
49 per cent of the anumal was wasted
At the present time ‘uothing is lost but
its dywng breath. ' As but one-third of
the weight of the animal consists of
products that cun be eaten, the guestion
of wotilizing the waste 1s a serious one.
The blood is uxd in refining sugar and
in smzing paper or manufactured wto
doorknobs and buttons The hide goes
to the tanner; horns and hoofs are trans-
formed into comubs and buttons; thigh
bones, worth §50 per ton, are cat wnto
bandles for clothesbrushes; fore leg
boues sell for £30 per ton for collar but-
tous, parasol hundles and jewelry; the
water in which boues are boiled is re-
duced to glue, the dust from sawing
the bones 18 food for cattle and poultry:
the smallest »ones are made into bons-
black. Each tout yields a quart.r of »
pint of neatsfoot oil; the tail goes to tha
‘‘soup, ' while the brush of hair at the
end of the tail 18 sold to the mattress
maker The choicer parts of the fat
make the basis of butterine; the intes
tines are used for sausage casings or
bought by gold beaters The undigested
food wn the siomach, which formerly
cost the puckers of Chicago $30,000 a
yea® to remove and destroy. is uow
made iuto paper These are but a few
of the products of abattoirs. All scraps
unfit for any other use find welcome in
the glue pot. or they do missiouary
work for fanuers by scting as ferti-
lizera. ” .

There are, however, many kinds
of toadstools that squirrels kuow to be
poisonous, and these they will not
touch. —Detroit Free Press.
