SATURDAY’S MASS MEETING.
[Reported tor th Beacon.]

Pursuant to call ofSenator Wash Wil-
kinson and over two hundred other Re-
publicans of Bt. Mary’s county, a mass-
meeting assembled in the Court House,
Leonard town. Saturday, August 19,1899.
John 8. Jones called to order, and on
motion of William A. Bommerville, col-
ored, Washington Wilkinson was chosen
chairman. On taking the chair, the Sen-
ator explained the reasons for the call.
He said that It was a demand for fair
and honest primaries and a rebuke to
dishonest, disreputable methods, and he
was glad to see assembled in such a
cause so many quiet, decent, sober, hon-
est respectable Republicans. He was
present, he said, partly at his own voll-

- tion and partly at the solicitation of his
friends. He told how he and bis friends
had been treated in the county conven-
tion of 1898—how a contest had been
trumped up against him in his district,
how he had not been permitted to be
heard in convention and how the com-
mittee on credentials, with Mr. Chingas
chairman, had reported resolutions se-
lecting delegates to the convention and
how the same resolution that selected
delegates and transacted all the business
of the convention had had tacked on to
Ita clause admitting his delegation Just
at the Juncture when it could have no
voice in the deliberations of the conven-
tion except to vote on a motion to ad-
journ. He also told how he had labored
to adjust differences in the party, make
peace and bring his friends to the sup-
port ofthe ticket. At the Court House
ha bad spoken with Messrs. Wellington
and Mudd and declared his unfaltering
adherence to Republican principles and
his intention to support the ticket. When
the fight grew hot and Mr. Mudd and
other Republicans became uneasy, his
friends sent for him to reconcile him.
He said that he was already reconciled.
Continuing, the Senator said: “Mr.
Mudd with his brass band was at Great
Mills and waited for me to return from
Baltimore from a conference with my
friends. When I arrived I was helped
from my buggy and Mr. Mudd asked me
IfI was in a good humor. Isaid, that I
was. He then asked. ‘What do yon
want V I told him that 1 wanted fair
treatment for my friends and fair and
honest primaries. I further said that I
wanted an agreement to that effect. Mr.
Mudd said,'All right T Mr. Enoch Abril
gave as a letter. The agreement was
that we were to have equal representa-

tion in primary judge* and clerk*. That
agreement was repudiated and violated,
and in the primary in Patuxent, after wo
had elected four Judges and two clerks,
giving our opponents two judges and
one clerk, Mr. Harry Graves produced a
type written document from the Stole
Central Committee naming three judges
to control our primary. We would not
submit to this arbitrary action, and they

left as and held another primary on the

green. In my primary we cast 188 votes
and the other side, la their priswry, cast
148. The votes eest in onr primary were
those of honest Republicans. 1 know
that, but 1 don’t know what kind the
other folks were. The solemn pledge
for fair primaries and an honest expres-
sion of the will of the party, nude to
me, having thns been disregarded, and
the bargain entered Into shamefully
broken, my friends have informed me
that 1 can make no more bargains to
bind them; that they propose now to
make their own bargains, and are pres-
ent today to do it.”

At the conclusion of Mr. Wilkinson’s
speech, L. Johnson Canter wae elected
secretory and Wm. A. Bommerville and
John 8. Jones were chosen vice-presi-
dents. On motion of John 8. Jones n
committee on Resolutions and Recom-
mendations of one from each election
district wss appointed by the chair, ss
follows: James Sewell, James H. Jour-
dan, H. A. Butler, Charles Barnes, Thos.
Merit, Philip A. Oatton, Leander Car-
ter, John 8. Jones.

While the committee was out prepar-
ing its report. Garner B. Mahooev, col-
ored, addressed the meeting, and an-
nounced his candidacy for the nomina-
tion for the House of Delegates. Atthe
conclusion of Mahoney’s speech, the
committee returned, and through its
chairman, John 8. Jones, reported the
following resolutions, which were unan-
imously adopted:

We, the true and conservative Repub-
licans of St. Mary’s county, in mass-
meeting assembled for the purpose of
protesting against the illegal ana nnre-

Eblican conduct of the managers ofthe
it two Republican primaries and con-

ventions, and to pass resolutions and re-
commendations for Urn betterment of
the Republican party inSt. Mary’s coun-
ty.

We heartily endorse the wise, patriot-
ic and successful administration ofPres-
ident McKinley and pledge ourselves for
a delegation favorable for his renomina-
tion In 1900.

We proudly endorse the administra-
tion of Governor Lowndes and pledge
ourselves to rapport him and any other
candidate that may be nominated by the
Republican convention.

We likewise heartily endorse the
splendid management of Comptroller
Phillips Lee Goldsborough and Slate
Treasurer Thomas J Schryock and re-
commend them to the voters for re-elec-
tion.

Whereas, we, the true and conserva-
tive Republicans of Bt. Mary’s county,
feeling that a great injustice was done
to certain Republicans in the last Re-
publican primaries and also in the con-
vention; whereas, Mr. William D. Hen-
ry was made chairman without being
either delegate or alternate; whereas.
Mr. Fritz Ghana was made secretary, he
bring neither delegate nor alternate and
a Democrat; whereas, J. H. Ching was
made Chairman of Committee on Cre-
dentials when he was only an alternate,
with fall delegation from his district,
reported by himself; whereas, the dele-
gation headed by Washington Wilkin-
son from the 6th district, who received
186 Republican votes, was turned down,
and the delegation headed by George
Ban kins and receiving 145 votes in the
district, including many Democrats and
boys, was seated; whereas, a motion
made by Mr. Wilkinson to have one
from each of the contesting delegations
go before the committee on credentials
to present their respective claims was
defeated by the arbitrary ruling of the
said WilliamD. Henry; whereas,Messrs.
Abell and Ching, two members of the
Central Committee, assumed to name
the judges and clerks for the several
election districts without any authority,
as is apparently acknowledged by the
fact that they made the last calf in a
manner different, giving the Republican
voters in the several districts the right
to select the judges and clerks; and
whereas, the petition of over one thous-
and Republican voters wss ignored bv
said members of the Central Committee

S refusing to give s thirty day’s notice
the primaries, therefore

Betohed, That we protest against all
such unfair, illegal and arbitrary con-
duct on the part of the committee.

Retohed, That it is the sense of this
meeting for the restoration of harmony
in the party and for the fntnre success
of the Republicans in the county,
Mr. Ching and Mr. Adam Mahoney im-
mediately resign as members of the Cen-
tral Committee, and that Messrs. E. B.
Abell, Joseph H. Ching and Adam Ma-
honey sign a recommendation to the
State Central Committee forthe appoint-
ment of Washington Wilkinson and
Garner B. Mahoney for members of the
Republican Central Committee for St.
Maty’s county in place of Mr. Joseph H.
Ching and Mr. Adam Mahoney, Mr. Abell
to continue on same.

RexAted, That we favor the continu-
ance of primary meetings by ballot upon
the plan of the general election law and
favor the passage of a primary election
law in conformity with this plan.

Whereat, Mr. Joseph H. Chins has

been appointed to the position ofPost-
office Inspector of Rural Free Delivery
for the District of Maryland,

Jtfohed, That we demand that he [Mr.
Ching] immediately resign the position
of Clerk, Treasurer and Attorney to the
Boerd of County Commissioners of St.
Mary’s county, and that some one who
Is a good and true Republican be ap-
pointed in his stead.

Whereat, Mr. Derby A Lynch was a
Democrat a few veers ago, and prior to
that time and while in Texet wm a Pop-
ulist; and w*error, he was a Silver Dele-
gate to the State Convention in 1888 and
a supporter of Mr. Wm. J. Bryan,

Boeehed, That we protest against his
appointment as Clerk to the Board of
County Commissioners.

RetUcod, That we ask that some good
and true Republican be appointed Clerk
and Treasurer to the Board of County
Commissioners of St. Mary’s county.

In moving the adoption ofthe second
resolution John 8. Jones criticised Jo-
seph H. Ching for his interference in
primary contests while holding a Fede-
ral appointment and said that in the ex-

ercise of his rights and privileges he had
reported Mr. Citing's actions to the Post-
master-General. For so doing, Mr. Ching
had threatened tori he and Mr. Mudd
would personally conduct his campaign.
Mr. Jones farther said that he had al-

On motion, e committee of nine, ooa-
ristlng of one from each district, wm
appointed by the chair to act with the
chairman and receive the report of the
committee of three.

Before the meeting adjourned. Sena-
tor Wilkinson again took the floor and
explained im extras# his connection with
the mess-meeting, his labors m Peace
Commissioner in 1816, and the way the
primary wm conducted la his districton
Jaly 18th, proximo, giving the of
Democrats end boys who worked with
his opponents on that day. He said that
he wm in the house of his friends and
that he “wm not afraid of bring ruled
out of order by one William D. Henry.”

appointed. Ever ready, however, to
throw “the mantle of charity” over the
motives of my neighbors, I had hoped
that the future might prove tknt they
were not prompted by hatred and mal-
ice. I succeeded in getting the school
at Maryland Springs and for two yean
have given satisfaction to my patrons—-
the people whom I s'rve; but it seems
this wm very unsatisfactory to onr Hon-
orable School Board. When the day came
in May for the appointment of trustees,
the same old Board of Trustees wm ap-

Kinted for my school. (I received this
formation from one who should have

known.) One of these trustees wm bit-
terly opposed to me, the other two were
favorable. Upon learning that I would
likely get the school another year, what
was done ? At a meeting held In the
latter part of Jane after the schools had
closed, they turned down the two trus-
tees who were favorable to me and went
out of the school district in order to find
one who wonld act ms “metoo.”
