Kten Senator ••Billy" Mason,
musk be convinced by this kirns
kbnk Comptroller Daves is not only
the ad ministration candidate for a
seek in the Senate, bat is being
ooeohed by that very shrewd politi-
cian, Mr. William McKinley. It
was by Mr. McKinley’s advice that
Dawea tendered his resignation as
Comptroller, to take effect October
1. The advice was given in order
that Mr Dawea might eeoape the
criticism ss well as the de-
feat that met Mr. Meiklejohn, for
continuing to draw salary as Assist-
ant Secretary of War, while be was
for months in Nebraska, prosecut-

ing his canvass for Senator. • If it
be in the power of the administra-
tion to pot Dawes in the seat now
occupied by Senator Maeoo, it will
be done. That bae been known to
many persons in Washington for
months, notwithstanding Senator
Mason’s claim that be had Mr.
McKinley’s positive promise to
keep bis hands off the IllinoisSens-
iorsbip fight, and it is now plain
to everybody.

Mr. McKinley tried to satisfy
the influences which have been try-
ing to get him to help postpone
free trade with Porto Rico, by tell-
ing them, before he left Washing-
ton, to help look after repnblican
interest in Ohio, that he had “dis-
covered” that the Forsker lav
made it obligatory upon him to
iesne the proclamation, declaring
free trade as soon as he received an
official copy of the resolution adopt-
ed by the legislators of Porto Bioo,
asking that it be done. He will
probably get that sometime daring
the present week. There are some
queer stories in Washington, con-
cerning the employment of Gen.
Maximo Gomes, the former Cohan
insurgent commander, who was en-
tertained at the White House last
week, by the administration, to aid
in carrying oat certain plans in
Gabs. If trae, it woald be inter-
esting to know from what fond
Gen. Gomes is paid.

Commissioner Evans isn’t doing
any more talking for publication
about the attempt to pash him oat
of the Peneion Bureau, bat since
he had a little talk with Mr. Mc-
Kinley, just before that gentleman
left Washington to take a little
squint on the ground at republican
