William McKinley, twenty-

fourth President, died at 215
Saturday morning. September 14,
1901, from the effects of the bul-
let fired bv Goon Csolgosz. The
President’s last -conscious words,
reported bv Dr. M. L). Mann, who
stood by Ins bedside, were . “Good-
by; all good by. it is God’s way.
His will be done, not ours.” Mrs
McKinley saw her husband for the

last time before he died between 11
and 12 o’clock Friday night. She
bore up bravely under the ordeal.
The physicians did not agree as to

cause of the fatal torn in the con-
dition of th“ President, and an au-

topsy was held showing that death
was “the direct result of the bullet
wound.’’ Funeral services were
held in the Milboru bouse, Buff*
10, wh rc President McKinley died,
Sunday, the 15th. Oa the 16th,
the remain* were transferred to
Washington to the While House

onr approaching election justifies at Ue
beginning of the campaign as earnest
appeal to at! wh “ire a continuance

gooo eminent which we now
eejoy under Democratic control to la-

themselvee to secure our triumph.There cam be no fair doubt that a large
majority of onr total population prefer
that there shall be no change la the nd-
ministration of onr Stele a Hair*, and of
onr white people more than two-third*
are certainly and with great heartiness
on onr aide.

There is every reason why th *should
be so.

The laws are vigorously enforced.
Good order and tranquility prevail.
Onr finances are in a healthy condi-

tion.
The duty of dealing with the great

practical qnestions of taxation and edu-
cation in
burdens of the one as light and Ue
benefit* of the oUer as large as possible,
may most safely be entrusted to ns. forwe undoubtedly represent an over-
whelming preponderance of those who
are most deeply interested in its fall
performance and who will suffer most
from its neglect.

Encouraged toy these obvious and con-
vincing considerations and stimulated
by the gratifying record of our work in
the memorable campaign of 1699. there
ought not to be any donbt as to Ue re-
sult of the contest in which we are now
engaged.

All we need is that the full strength
of onr part} shall be brought to Ue
polls.

That this may be done we mnst first
tarn our attention to the vital task of

i making our registration books perfect
and complete

No name not entitled to be on these
books should be permitted to be put or
kept on them, and no name entitled to
registration should be omitted.

U is absolutely certain that there are
now on the registers many thousands of
names which are wrongfully and un-
lawfully there and which ahonld be
stricken off

In the counties no effort should be
spared to purge the lists of these names

The votes of our honestly and resile
qualified voters shonld not be nullified
in whole or in part by the casting of
bsllots by persons who are not bona fide
residents of the Slate.

I earnestly call on onr friends in each
and every precinct in the t’ ties to
bestir themselves in this most important
matter. Note the names of all disqnaii
fled and improperly registered persons
Collect the testimony bearing ou the
case of each one ofthese persons. Hand
in lists of all these names at the session
of the registration officers on October 8,
and demand that they be stricken offat
the meeting of these officers on October
loth , and on that day be prepared with
the evidence to sustain your demand.

See to it also that no new names he
improperly registered.

In Baltimore City an entirely new
registration will be made and this shonld
be so tboroughly conducted and vigilant -

ly watched as to be made absolutely a.;
curate.

In this way the registries will be what
they ought lo be—complete and perfect
records of the lawful voters of the State.

The vote cast on election day will be
the vote of our people and we have no
fear of the result

.Onr amended election law compels
each voter lo put bis cross mark on the
official ballot opposite the name of each
candidate be wishes to vote for. This
of necessity requires each voter to act
with a certain amount of independence,
intelligence and discrimination.

It does not absolutely stop bribery.
It does not entirely put an end to cor

motion.
No laws can completely accomolisb

these desirable results.
Bnt by placing each voter beyond tie

controlling band and longue or election
clerks and by requiring each voter to
act for himself it reduces to a minimum
the chances and dangers of bribery, cor-
ruption and intimidation.

It secures individual freedom.
It goes far to make the ballot absolute-

ly secret.
With the ea-onable assistance vuicb

i's provisions tire to illiterate voters,
there is no mn so ignorant .as to be
unable to mark bis ballot as be wishes.

Every registered voter can easily !e.ii o
before he govs into he vo' >ug booth, the
names of those for whom lie desires to
vote and the number of c.oss marks
wh<cb be must not ex<-eeci,and as the re-
quirements of the law apply with abso-
lute equality to all voters alike—lo the
illiterate white man and to the illilera e
colored man on a perfect equality—there
is no ground whatever for complaint of
unfair and unlawful discrimination

We need not lose the votes ofany who
wish our party to succeed, for in every
precinct legitimate and proper instruc-
tion can be bad and should be given
whereby adequate knowledge of the pro-
per mode of marking the ballot may be
readily acquired.

For the present I content myself with
reminding yon that the straggle in
which we are engaged is not complicat-
ed or obscured by the sharply debated
questions which divided our people in
the Presidential contests of 1690 and
1900

We are not now dealing with therein
live advantages of Protection or Recip-
rocity or a Tariffframed lo produce sneb
Revenue only, as Is demanded for an
honest and economical administration
of the Federal Government.

In common with onr fellow citizens
all over the Union and with the people
of the civilized world, our hearts are
stirred to their deepest depths by the
awful crime which has deprived onr
Couq|iy of its chief magistrate, Preai
dent McKinley, whose eminent and
patriotic services can never be forgotten
by a grateful people and whose blame-
less life shall stand.to the remotest ages
a* an example and inspiration to all
who reverence purity, integrity and
honor, bnt we have not now under re-
view tbe wisdom and expediency of the
foreign and domestic policy of his ad-
min islra^on.

We are not now concerned with the
discussion and settlement of the great

Suestions growing out of he war with
pain, or tbe proper policy to be pursu-

ed in fixing our duties and obligations
to tbe people of Cuba, Porto Rico and
tbe Pbillippines, bnt tbe controlling
issue in this State campaign is. whether
the honest, intelligent, economical, con-
servative and successful administration
of onr State affairs by the representa-
tives of our people shall be displaced,
or whether it shall be continued.

Upon this plain issue which onr poli
tlcal situation forces upon us and which
we ought not to evade ifwe could and
cannot evade if we would. I appeal to
you to stand Lv onr organization and
vote for onr candidates.

Keep tbe State in safe Democratic
hands and rely upon a Democratic ad-
ministration for the inauguration and
conduct of all needed measures of en-
lightened progress and reform.
